DEATH OF MR, MUNROE.

Another of the Presidents of the United States
elosed his mortal earcer in this eity on Monday lasi.
the anniversary of that independence which he fou!«
and bled to achieve.

The distinguished object of this
born in Virginia in 1758; his family had original'y
settled in that distriet by virtue of a grant of Cluul.
IL,, as a testimonial of his gratitude for previous ser-
viees rendered his father,  James Munroe was bred
to the profession of the law, but the Revolution clo-
sing in a great degree that avenue to fame, and
“imbibing the spirit of the times, he enrolled himself
in the army . of Washington, and accompanicd the
General throughout sev campaigms, and particu-
larly distinguished himself at the battle of Trenton,
where he was severely wounded. At the conclusion
of the war, he returned to his former profession, and
rapidly rose in the opinion of his countryn - n, who
vewarded his abilitics by twice conferring on him the
goverorship of bis state.  He was at length elevated
to important posts in the General Government, filling
the war and treasury denartments, and finally the
office of Sceretary of State under Mr. Madison.  His
diplomatic career was no less brilliant than his other
pursuits in the service of his country, and the treary
which he armnged in confuncticn with Chaneellor
Livingston for the aequisition of Louisiana to the
United States, will remain an example of his skill in
negetintion.  Mr. Munroe was at length elevated to
the Presidency, and occupied the highest office in
this Republie £ two terms 5

The private life of this amiable and illustrions man .
was distinguished by many virtues, and the estimation
in_ which he was held by those whom he hus left
behind, may be recognized by the obsequies paid to
his remains on Tuesday last,  Every testimony thot
could be paid by ench order in socicty, was gladly
yielded over the grave of so distinguished a fellow
citizen, :

We do not know that we have any husiness to
advert to these tmes and circumstaiees ; but we
could. not resist the inelination to deseribe the im-
pression they made upon our minds, then recently
arrived in this country, with all our perceptions wlive
to the new and interestivg seene before us,  We
