Great Public Meeting in Relation to the Recent
Conflagration.~Pursant to a public invitation from
the Mayor, a large mecting of cilizens was held in
the Superior Court Room, ut the City Hull, on Ra.
turduy. A little after 12 o’clock, Judze Irving called
the meeting to order, and moved that His Hanor the
Mayor take the chair, which he did acemd nply.
The ohject of the meeting, he said, was to al
such proceedings us might appear proper, in relation
to the late fire

The following gentlemen were chosen Viee Presi-
dents :— Albert gallating Preserved Fish, Samuel
Hicks, Louis McLane, Georpe Griswold, John T,

Mr, James G. King then bricfly addressed the
meeting, und said,— You have been already informed
of the objects of this meeting, wnd it would be “use-
less to detain you one momant in commenting upon it.
—We have been latel
er than this community hus ever witnessed; sud tie
desolation of prolubly the wealthiest phrt of the
city, has shed a gloom over us which most of us can
never forget.  The object of this mecting is to apply
a remedy ; and our present business is, to dppoint a
Committee who shall devise a plan for carrying that
remedy into effect. I propose a preliminary reso'u-
tion, to show the fecling which animates us, and
that though we are cast down by wisfortune, and
eurrounded by desolation, there is yet within us a
firmness of purpose, and a power of endurance, and o
confidence in vur own energies and resources, which®
will recover us from ail our misfortuncs, and in a few
years ko entirely renovate our city that it may al-
most forget the conflagration. (Cheers.) Awmidst
this awful calumity, there is one circumstance which
calls upon us to rejoice. Though it happened «t a
#eagon the most inclement that could be, it has caused
the destruction of but litde human fife.  As yet but
one or two persons are supposed 10 have suffered
denth by it, and very few families have been foreed
from their hemes on this occusion,  Ou the whole it
is a calamity, which mau can repa’r, and there is suf-
ficient property within our reach to enable us to do
it.—( Cheers.)—Mr. King then proposed the two fol-

Extracts fram the Report of the Secretary of the
United Stgtes Treasury, to Congress.
The Currency.

Within the last two years, or from Octolier lst,
1833, to Novemlber 1-t, 1835, in addition to the for-
mer stoek of specie, there lins been imported into the
United States, leyond the exports from it, with a due
allowance tor w it does not a ppear on the custom-
kouse bouks, more than twenty-seven millions; and
the produce of our own mines. wizhin that period, is
estiniated o have been over three millions,  Hence
the whole ameunt of specie now in the country, pro-
bably excceds the sum of sixty-tour millions, and the
means ol the vommunity to obtain more trom abioad,
to meet any contemplated chunges in the character of
our cutrency were nesver greater,  The actual amount
of specie retarced, und estimated as belonging to all
the ks in the United States, about the 1st of
Jannary, 1835, was near forty-four millions.  As
portion of that may buve Leen bullion, 8 sum quita
equalling, i not exceeding the remainder of twenty
mitlions prabubly consists of the amount of specie in
active cirenlation, w b b bas been somewhnt incressed
throughont the conntry duting the Last two years, so
that it the remainine snall bills in civculation under
five dallis in the whole Union, which are chicfly in
seven Stutes, and which probably do not exceed six
or seven millions, were withdvawn, it would not re-
quire, to supply thein places, ane third of the addition
which has been wade in th lust two vears to the na-
tioni! stk of the precions metals. ¢

Surplus in the T'reasury, and disposition of it.—
Tt has been shown that the available balance.in the
treasury over all cutstanding aopropristions, on the
Ist ef January, 18306, is estinated at ten und a half
millions; the expenditures for the ensuing year, for
all purg s, whevier ordinary or extraordinary, enu-

ated in the schedules at more thsn twenty-three
milliors, amd the receipts at less than twenry millions,
Hence it fllows, that if the appropriations made,
und the reveaue received in 1836, shall be ws lurge
as the estimates und no larger, the nett surplus now
applicable to new and other ohjecte, will probably,
n the course of the ensuing year, heome reduced to a
sum between six and seven millions. This sum,
therefore, would in those events remain on the 1st
of Junuuy, 1857, ns a nett surplus, unexpended and
unpledacd.  Consequently, most of it could now be
applicd to other purposes, not included in the esti-
mates, and liberally wid in promoting any constitution-
al abjects, which Congress may deem most expedient.
An unprecedented spectacle is thus presented to
the warld of u Government, not only virtually with-
out any debis, and without any direct taxation, but
with about one fourth of its whole annual expenses
defrayed from sales of its own unincumbered, and
immense trapfof public lands, and no résort 10 even
indirect ta n necessury, except for the other three
fourths; and ihe proceeds of that indircet taxation,
though largely and frequently reduced, yet accumula-
ting so fu=t as to requre further legislation to dis-
pose of, or invest a considerable surplus on hand.
Whether this stare of enviable prosperity be justly
attributable 1o the form of our Government—to the
administiation of it—1o the cliuracter of our people
—the physical advantages of our country—or to sl
cowbined, it is a subjeet of strong congratulation, and
exhibits u very remarkuble phenomenon in the history
of taxation and finance, '

Cotton raised and exported.—Tn speaking of the re-
venues of the customs, the Secretary incidentally in-
traduces the following statements respecting the greut
article of Anierican agriculture and commerce.

The guantity of cotton exported from this country
Las incieused from Lalf 4 million of poundsin 1780 to
aver th Lundred and eighty millions in 1885, and
hins excecded in valve, during six of the last ten years,
all our other exports of “domestie products of every
deseription.  ‘The mannfucture of it at home, and
chicfiy in the Northern States, hus increased, from a
few linles to ninety millions ol pounds yearly, and that
extent eveates a new and strong bond of reciprocal
advantage and larmony.  We now furnish guite fif-
toen-sixteenths of the whole consamption of raw cot-
ton by En il seven-tenths of that by France,
All the present exports of it to Europe, from all the
rest of the world, do not probably equal, if those two
nations could obtain the whole. one-third of what they
HOW consu or one-tourth of what they now import
trom the United States alone.  And this, while neie
ther of them produces’any of the raw article, exeept &
little in some remate dependencies, they biave un an-
nusl manufacture now reiving on it. and chiefly on the
