1 doo’t know whether
you, or the gentlemen of the committee, have estima-
ted the expense of such emigration : but I can assure
you that I have it notin my power to. advance from
the public fupds any sum which could be considered at
all adequate tosuch a purpoase, even for.a small propor-
tion of the number, upon the most reduced esiimare
that has ever been furmed.—I lament that the weavers
continue 1o feel disiress.
