PREFERENTIAL
ARIFES WITHIN
, BRITISH EMPIRE

London, April 27.—Preferential trade
taril?s between the various parts of the
Britns!x empire have been endorsed by the
imperial war conference, aecording to a
statement made in the House of Com-
non W by 1cellc
’_ .‘_-; ety
r. Law said that the conference
unanimously accepted the principle that
each part of the empire, “having due re-
gard to the interests of our allies, shall
give specially favorable terms and facil-
ities to the produce and manufactures
of other parts of the empire.”

He added that as Australia was not
represented at the conference the reso-
lution did not at present include that
colony, further that there was no inten-
tion of making any change during the
war and that the resolution left the
question of foodstuffs open as it did not
involve taxation on food.

Speaking at the Guildhall, Premier
Lloyd George said the government be-
lieved imperial preference could be es-
tablished without involving any addi-
tional cost of food. Such a policy, he
added, would assist in development of
all the resources of the empire,

SPAIN'S POSITION

New Premier Says Neutrality Im-
possible When Honer and

Paris, April 27.—The Marquis Prieto,
Spain’s new premier, in an interview
with the Madrid correspondent of the
Petit Journal, declares that Spain can-
not adopt neutrality when its honor and
interests are involved. Incidentally the
premier intimated that his administra-
tion was prepared to support the vigor-
ous note sent to Germany by Count
Romanones, his predecessor, in respect to
the submarine issue. Premier Prieto is
quoted as saying:

“Neutrality is not a programme and
the country cannot adopt neutrality as
an ideal and object at the expense of
its honor and .interest. Those who favor
neutrality at any price do not under-
stand that they place us in some ways
at the mercy of anyone who wishes to
attack us.”

New York, April 27.—Charges that
Max Lynar, also known as “Count”
Lynar-Loudon, had plotted to “seize the
person of the president and raise an
army of 150,000 German reservists in
this country for an invasion of Can-
ada” were made yesterday when he ap-
plied for gelease on parole from a pris-
on where he is serving a sentence for
bigamy.

During his trial agents of the depart-
roent of justice made the allegation that
Lynar was a notorious international
crook, Max Schiemangk by name, who
had operated in France and Germany

prior to serving a term in Germany
under the alias of Count Marcel De-
passy.

RAMSGATE 1S
SHELLED AGAIN

London, April 27.—German destroyers
attacked Ramsgate last night, according
to an official announcement issued by
the war office. A large number of shells
were fired but the destroyers were driven
off by the fire from the land batteries.

A statement of losses and the damage
was contained in an official announce-
ment embodying a report from Field
Marshal Viscount French. The state-
ment reads: “Lord French states that
the damage and casualties occasioned by
the enemy during the bombardment of
the east Kentish coast last night are:
Killed, one man and one woman; in-
jured, one man and two women. Dam-
age was done to twenty-one dwelling
houses and two stables. One horse was
killed. The larger number of projectiles
fell in the open country.”

RETURNED WAR HERO
PASSES AWAY IN MONCTON

Moncton, N. B., April 2i—Driver Fd-
gar Bertram Dryden, a returned soldier,
who enlisted early in the war in the
artillery, died in Moncton yesterday af-
ternoon. His health was undermined
while he was serving in France. He was
sent to a hospital in England about a
year ago. Last summer he returned
to Moncton, and after remaining here for
several weeks, was ordered to the Dal-
ton Sanitarium, Prince Edward Island,
for further treatment. His cohdition
failed to improve and he returned to
Moncton. Besides his pareints he is sur-
vived by several brothers and sisters..
This is the first death here of a veteran
of the present war. Is not yet known
whether a military funeral will be held.
Returned comrades are endeavoring to
have a detachment of Mclean Kilties
attend the funeral.

As he stepped offithe train after his

long journey he tumied to some of his
companions and chéllenged them to a

foot race in order t§ take some of the
| kinks out of their limbs. The defi was

accepted by one of the party and pedes-
trians in the statiol were surprised to
see two men ‘dashing along one of the
platforms at top speed. Few realized
that Mr. Ford was one of the racers.

After taking this form of exercise the
party drove up town to the Victoria
Hotel where they had dinner and then
rcturned to the station in time to catch
the train going to Halifax.

Interviewed by a Times reporter Mr.
Ford smilingly said that he did not wish
anything said about his arrival but
when pressed told of his visit to Hali-
fax.

Just twenty-six years ago Mr. Ford,
who then resided a fefv miles -outside of
Detroit, began to wdrk on a car that
could be driven by pdgwer. At that time

automobiles were practically unknown in
America and it was his own genius that
was responsible for an invention which !
is considered today to be one of the!
greatest in the world. His first car was
very small and would not weigh more
than 500 pounds. He kept working on
it yeam after year and soon had a ma-
chine which became recognized all over
the country. From a workshop in a
barn Mr. Ford soon had a small plant
constructed and as time went on that
plant grew in magnitude until it became
one of the largest in the world. Today
Ford factories are scattered throughout
America and the name of Mr. Ford is
known to every owner and every person
who ever aspired to own an automobile
in the country.

When asked if he contemplated -any
changes in his present automobile Mr.
Ford said “he certainly did.” He said
it will not be long before the car weight
is reduced to nearly 500 pounds. This,
he said, will be brought about through
an improvement in steel. What today
stands a strain of 2,000 pounds will
some day be made so as to stand 20,000
pounds.

While Mr. Ford would not talk of his
offer to the United States upon their
entry into the great European war he in-
timated that it was the least he could
do when others were offering the great-
est of all possessions, life itself.

A Cheery Note

It Was Worth Submarine Losses tc Have
United States Come in—Irish Question

Must Be Settled

London, April 2i—In an important
speech at the Guildhall today, Premier
Lloyd George discussed the military situ-
ation, the Irish question and others of
the major problems with which the gov-

einment 1s now engaged. The premier’s
speech was in acknowledgement of the
conferring on him of the fredom cf the
city of London.. Referring to Ireland,
the premier said: |

“We must convert Ireland from a sus- |
picious, surly, dangerous neighbor to a
cheerful, loyal comrade. Settlement. of
the Irish question is essential for the
peace of the world and essential to a
speedy victory in the war. I appeal to
the patriotism of all men to sink every-
thing for the one purpose of getting this
question out of the way..”

Mr. Lloyd George paid a tribute to the
financial community, through the help of
which, he said, British credit had surviv-
ed the financial panic of the early days of
the war. This community, he said, took
an honorable and leading part in the
triumph of the last war loan, which was
the most remarkable financial exploit
ever witnessed. After alluding to the
organization of the minstry of muni-
tions, the premier said:

“Now, thank God, our men have a real
chance in the fight. The story now is
very different from what it was in the
early stages of the war. Before June,
1915, we lost eighty-four guns and a con-
siderable number of prisoners. Since that
date we have not lost a single gun, while
we have captured 400. Regarding pris-
oners, we have taken at least ten to one.
The tide has now turned. Victory is
coming increasingly nearer.

“During the first eighteen days of the
Somme baitle we captured 11,000 prison-
ers and 84 guns. During the first eighteen
days of the.Arras battle our captures
were 18,000 men and 230 guns, while we
guined four times as much ground. This
meant  not only ultimate victory; it
meant victory is going to be won at less
loss, and our chances are growing as our
equipment is improving, and the Ger-
mans know it.. That is the explanation
of the despair which has driven them to
black piracy on the high seas. This is
the next job we have to deal with.  Our
minimum problem 4s to feed a popula-
w of 145,08 ) in:a country which is

ot self-n n#; to provide the neces-
sary material and food to equip our arm-
ies and keep the seas free for the trans-
port of the troops of ourselves and our
Allies. That has had to be donc against
the swarm of pirates moving unseen un-

der the trackless-seas, since the Germans
determined to sink all craft indiscrimin-
alely without warning. 'Lhere i3 no
doubt we have lost many ships, but they
brought America in, and I am perfectly
satisfied with the balance. America, af-
ter great patience, came to the conclusion
there was no use of waving a neutral
flag in the teeth of a shark, and she is
definitely with us to put down this
menace once for all.” i

The premier said the government was
taking steps for the harvest of 1918 and
that if the plans were carried out there
would be three million more acres of
land under cultivation and the govern-
ment could guarantee that without a
ton of foodstuffs coming from abroad
no one would starve, but the country
must help in husbanding foodstuffs.

“We have got to economize our ship-
ping until we have discovered a method
of destroying this ocean basilisk,” said
the premier. He then outlined the steps
already taken in this direction, by which
11,000,000 tons of imports would be cut
off. He added that the shipping con-
troller had made arrangements under
which Great Britain would go three
times, perhaps four times as many new
ships this year as last. He continued:
“The Germans think we are done for,
but they don’t know the race they are
dealing with. I am confident that if our
present programme is ‘carried out the
submarine campaign is heaten.”

Dealing with the question of the fu-
ture government of the empire, he said:
“When the reconstruction time comes I
hope and pray that we will not dive
into dusty pigeon-holes in: searching for
precedents of our programme. There is
great need for revision of our ideas
and our attitude toward that great com-
raonwealth of nations called the British
Empire. The dominions have establish-
ed clalms to real partnership, effective
consultation must be the basis of our fu-
ture co-operation. Our experiment of an
imperial conference must be incorporat-
ed into the fabric of the empire. It will
mean fuller development of the vast
world-wide resources under the British
flag.”

“I do not say that the war is zoing
to. continue through 1918,” Mr. Lloyd
George went on, “but ‘We ‘must-take no
chances.

SUT FOR $130
" PECULAR CAE

An interesting legal case has been
brought to light by writs which have
been issued in the supreme court in
suits which are being brought by vari-
ous insurance corfipanies for the retmrn
of monies paid to Simon Holdengraber
of Bathurst on fire insurance claims. The
companies and ineir claims are: Acadia
Fire Insurance Co., $3,000; Caledonia In-
surance Co., $1,500; Guardian Assurance
Co., $1,000; N. B. & Mercantile Insur-
ance Co., $4,000; Insurance Co. of North
America, $2,000;¢British Crown Assur-
ance Corporation, $2,000; total $13,500.

The claims were paid about three
years ago and the matter was settled,
as far as the insurance companies were
concerned, until further light was thrown
on the matter by a suit brought against
Holdengraber by a man who claimed
compensation for assisting him to save
some of his goods at the time of the
fire. Judgment was given for the plain-
tiff.

In making his claim for insurance,
Holdengraber had maintained that his
loss was entire and that no goods were
saved. The companies now contend
that the judgment against him shows
this to have been a misrepresentation
and that it vitiates his entire claim and,
therefore, are suieing for the return of
the amounts paid.

DEATH OF SOLDIER.
