which seventeen days were lost on ac­
count of ice, the New Zealand Liner 
Southern arrived in port this morning 
and docked at No. 7 berth.

The officers of the steamer say that the 
ice Was so thick that the government 
ice breaker made an attempt on several 
occasions to break through it and was 
forced to give up, being herself caught 
in the jam and released only with great 
difficulty.

The Southern, on her passage from 
Sydney to this port, although she met 
with no severe weather, was delayed 
some hours by fog.
