*'MR. VIVIAN'S IDEAS

ON TAXATION QUESTICN

(Edmonton Journal.)

Whether one agrees or disagrees wit.h
the ideas advanced by Henry Vivian, it
must be admitted that he is a thorough
thinker and that what he has to say 1s
worthy of genuine consideration.

His suggestion- that cities like Edmon-
ton should take a tax from the increased
value of land is of course not original with

. him as it is included in the Lloyd-George

budget, but the idea that it should be
presently applied to ayy city in Western
Canada has probably occurred to but few
in this city. ;

Figured out in .dollars and cents, the
proposition leoks something like this: —

The total assessment of the city of
Edmonton is at present something over
twenty-five millions dollars.

As the land now assesséd for this amount
had no value before the white man came
and built streets, houses, electric light,
waterworks, sewers, telephones and street
car lines and established industries, paved |
the streets and opened stores and factor-
jes, and made it a desirable place to live
in the single taxers argue that this value
has heen created by the community and
not by the individual.

The TLloyd-George budget takes a tax
of one-fifth from the increased value of
every picce of property transferred, either

on account of the tax on increment would | §

be approximately the amount which the
city has outlaid in the construction of
utilities and improvements.

In the case of the Hudson Bay, with
its large holdings ‘unsold, the city would
not yvet have ‘collected the tax, but if
would nevertheless have a2 funded' asset
in the city's:share of the increased value
which would be. ds tangible as anything
it owns at the present time.

Under this system as Mr. Vivian would
have it applied, Edmonton would today
be a city out of debt, owning all its utili-
ties and operating them at bare cost, with-
out any interest or sinking fund to pro-
vide for, and the citizens would be get-
ting the cheapeest light water, telephones,
and other services in the world, while
not one dollar would have been taken
