An extraordinary murder by a boy recently 
took place at Madaillac, France. The victim 
is a farmer in good circumstances, named Ley- 
marie. Eloi. one of the sons of the latter, al­
though aged fourteen years only; had already 
given proofs of a most perverse disposition, 
and bad committed several robberies, quite 
recently be had stolen a small sum of money 
from M. Delbos, who had severely reproached 
him, and threatened to send him to prison — 
This menace inspired the boy with a desire 
for vengeance. With this intention he pro­
cured a billhook, and then took his station in a 
loft over the apartment occupied by M. Del- 
bos, having previously loosed a plank of the 
flooring which formed the ceiling to the room 
below.

M. Delbos at length returned, and after sup­
per remained sitting up reading for some hours, 
the boy all the time watching him through a 
crevice between the boards. At one moment 
M. Delbos, bearing a slight noise made by the 
movement of the boy overhead, cast his eyes 
to the ceiling, and observing that one of the 
planks appeared badly fastened, got on to a 
chair to examine it. The boy, with remark­
able presence of mind, immediately laid down 
on it, thinking that his weight would prevent 
M. Delbos from raising it.

As he had expected. M. Delbos, feeling that 
the plank offered a certain resistance, thought 
it was sufficiently fast. He shortly afterward 
went to bed, and Elon presently, hearing from 
the regularity of his breathing that he was 
asleep, took his weapon, descended by the aid 
of the table which was beneath the opening he 
had made, and commenced striking M. Delbos 
with the billhook on the face and breast. A 
struggle ensued, but soon M. Debos, whose 
hand had been nearly severed from his wrist, 
fell heavily on the ground.

Before entering the loft the boy had left his 
clothes near a pond close by ; he now went 
and washed the stains of blood from his hands 
and body, dressed himse!f, and then went to 
the bed in which his elder brother was sleep 
ing, and slept soundly. In the meantime the 
cries of M. Delbos had been heard, and an en­
try into his apartment having been made he 
was found expiring ; he was, however, just 
able to name Eloi as his murderer. The boy 
has been arrested and has confessed his guilt, 
relating all the details of the crime with hor- 
rible coolness..
