The Bridge Scheme.

To the editor of the Gazette,
Sir,—The city press and some of the 

representatives at Fredericton have wax­
ed themselves into a great rage over the 
granting of $300,000 toward the cost of a 
free bridge. In my humble opinion the 
press and the opposition to the scheme 
are a little premature in passing judg­
ment on this matter. If Mr. Haningtoffs 
motion had passed Carleton would have, 
at least, obtained a free ferry or a reduc­
tion in fares. The amendment as pass­
ed the lower house wipes out all possible 
chances of getting any improvement so 
far as the ferry is concerned. Now, in 
relation to the bridge, it is a well-known 
fact that a bridge such as is required can­
not be built for the sum allowed, 
and besides the restrictions are such 
under the bill as amended that skilful 
wire pullers can easily place such ob­
structions in the way as to defeat the 
undertaking. The government of Can­
ada have to be consulted. Land 
damages, surveys and other details 
have to be gone into and if not found 
practicable there will not be a bridge.

I fear that we are handicapped to such 
an extent that we may conclude the 
bridge project is a dead issue. The one 
cent fare as proposed by the Gazette was 
the scheme that should have been 
advocated. It was a reasonable 
snd feasible solution of the 
matter and if it had been suggested to 
the Legislature in proper form no doubt 
would have been favorably received.
