During the after­
noon there was a noticeable decrease in 
the speed of the vessel owing to the fact 
that the port engines were slightly out of 
order. For three hours the New York 
was handicapped by the defect to her 
machinery. At length the outlines of a 
great ship began to rise ont of the sea in 
their wake, and finally the Teutonic was 
made out gaining rapidly upon them.
