Saved Detective Reilly from Death in

Struggle with Mount Vernon High-

wayman.

MOQUNT VERNON, N, Y, Aug. 3.—
Detective Michael Reilly, while at-
tempting to arrest a highwayman to-
night, was shot at at close range, and
his life was saved by a celluloid collar
that stopped the force of the bullet,
which only grazed his neck. :

Paul Bolger, treasurer of Columbia
Hose company, was held up on the
South street bridge last night, and to-
night Reilly saw on South Terrace
avenue a tall man with a slouch hat,
who answered the description of the
highwayman. He stopped him and told
him he would have to'go to the sta-
tion house. Reilly took him by the
arm and was walking down Terrace
avenue when the man drew a revolver
and shot at him point blank.

The detective was stunned for,K the
moment and the highwayman ran.
Reilly drew his revolver and fired four
shots, but the man kept close to the
trees on the avenue and escaped. De-
tective Reilly was removed to the
Mount Vernon Hospital, where his
wound was dressed. When his ocellu-
loid collar was taken off it was found
that it had a hole through it. The
hospital surgeon said that if it had
not been for the collar Reilly would
have been hilled.

A squad of mounted policemen and a
posse of armed residenzs scoured the
woods around Mount Vernon for the
highwayman.

When  Reilly applied for a position
as policeman, General Miles wrote to
the Board of Police Commissioners:—

“I know of no braver man for the
position of policeman in the  city of
Mount Vernon than Sergeant Reilly,
formerly of the United States cavalry.”

Undaunted by the action of the in-
dignant 'residents of Corcoran Maunor
and Chester Hill, who held a meeting
early in the evening and decided to
employ private detectives to run down
the burglars who have been Ilooting
their homes, robbers last night forced
an entrance into the jewelry store of
S. Taneser, at No. 218 South Fourth
avenue, in the heart of Mount Vernon's
business section, and escaped with
$1,500 worth “of JeWeélry.” Entrance to
the store was gained through a sky-
light én the roof, from which the burg-
lars slid down a rope to the floor.

—Simon B. Buckner, Stephen D. Lee,
Alexander P. Stewart and Joseph
Wheeler. Of major generals there are
eleven and of brigadier generals fifty-
one, The surviving staff officers of the
ccnfederacy shrunk one-half in num-
ber during the past decade and their
disappearance has now become very
rapid.

IN ON
PORT ARTHUR.

Russians Driven Baek to Last Line

00 Japs Reported

Killed and Wounded.

CHE FQO, Aug. 5, 8 a. m. — 8. A,
Serebrinik, who was a passenger on
the Britisi steamer Hipsang, which
was sunk by a Russian torpedo boat
in Pigeon Bay, July 16, and who was
among the refugees who arrived here
yesterday on the German steamer Sul-
bery, was interviewed today. Accord-
ing to his version, the fighting before
Port Arthur from July 26 to 28 inclu-
sive was directed at the last line of
defences situated north and east of
the ¢ity. The Japanese captured Wolfs
and Green Hills, but failed to take
Christ Hill, which was the only
outpost held by the Russians when
Mr. Serebrinik left Port Arthur.

A Port Arthur newspaper estimated
the Russian loss at 200 killed and 500
wounded, the Japanese at 17,000 killed
and wounded. It was also estimated
that the Japanese fired 125,000 rounds
of shrapnel. The ground was covered
with broken shells. The Japanese at-
tacking force was estimated at 180,000
men. On the night of July 28, a truce
was declared for the purpose of bury-
ing the dead which strewed the hills.

The Russian fleet emerged from the

harbor July 28 and engaged Admiral
Togo, who withdrew safely beyond
his mines. A Japanese gunboat struck
a mine and was damaged, but not suf-
ficiently to sink her. She was towed
away. The Russian +warships then
retired, one squadron to the inner ba-
sin, the other behind the Tiger’s Tail
None of them were injured. The main
force of the Russian army defending
Port Arthur is now inside the numer-
ous permanent forts which constitute
the fortress. They have 2,000 guns
sweeping. the plain over which the Ja~-
panese must_cross. An assault is ex-
pected Aug. 16. There was a geéneral
confidence prevailing that the fortress
is invulnerable, although the courage
of the Japanese is described as reck-
less in the extreme.
" The J apanese are now mounting hea-
vy guns on the positions captured July
28, It is alleged that the Russian bat-
i tleship Retvizan threw a 12 inch shell
which hit a Japanese gun which was
being mounted on “Wolfs Hill, killing
many.

General Fock, who commanded the
Russians at Wolfs Hill, is reported in
& Port Arthur newspaper to have re-
lated an incident illustrating the spirit
of the Russian troops. A severely
wounded soldier was being assisted to
the rear. He was struggling and ex-
postulating. General Fock said:
“What’s the matter, brother?

“They left my gun and sword for the
Japanese,” replied the soldier. “How
can I fight when I get well?”

General Stoessel, who is in chief
charge at Port Arthur, is a strict dis-
ciplinarian. He is feared by the of-
ficers and loved by the soldiers. He
arises at daybreak every day and
makes the rounds of the positions. Mr.
Serbrinik says he saw General Stoessel
when leaving Port Arthur and that he
had not been wounded as reported, but
his dog had lost a leg. Illustrating
General Stoessel’s discipline the story
is told that on discovering some offic-
ers at a champagne dinner, he person-
ally ordered the guests under a three
days arrest and confiscated the viands.

Serebrinik, who is a Russian, held
contracts to supply artillery, but he
was suspected of being a spy and was
confined separately. His information
regarding conditions at Port Arthur
was derived chiefly from newspapers
which were allowed him. The accounts
of other refugees differ from his. They
say the Japanese were only two miles
from the fortress when they left. Mail,
including newspapers, was still arriv-
ing at Port Arthur.

The Hipsang was officered by Eng-
lishmen as follows:—Captain Bradley,
Engineers Collier, Watson and Bishop,
and Mates Smith and Cartwright.
They are now at Che Foo. They were
marched into Port Arthur, seme in pa-
(jamas and some in evening dress.
They did not receive any clothing un-
til the junk on which they left Port
Arthur was stopped by the Japanese,
who gave them every attention., The
reason assigned by the Russians for
sinking the Hipsang, as given to the
officers was that they thought she was
a Japanese vessel. They say that
Japanese had been flying the British
flag.

THE DARDANELLES AGAIN.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 5—It is
announced here that Russia has notified
the porte of the impending passage
through the Dardanelles of some volun-
teer fléet steamers laden with coal.
Russia it is said, had glven assur-
ances that the vessels will preserve the
character of merchantmen throughout
the voyage.

700 RUSSIANS KILLED AT SIMO-
CHENG.

TOKIO, Aug. 5, 11 a. m.—The Rus-
sians left seven hundred dead on the
battlefleld at Simoucheng and the Jap-
anese casualties during the same bat-
tle aggregated 800. The Japanese cap-

IRKUTSK, Siberia, Aug. 5.—Trains
filled with wounded men are arriving
here daily from the front, many of
them proceeding to European Russia,
and others staying here. Two red
cross hospitals have been opened here
and one private hospital has been es-
tablished by the wife of Governor Mol-
lerius. The prices of food have doubled
recently,

GENERAL KELLER'S BODY GOING
HOME.

LIAO YANG, Aug. 5.—Lieut, Gener-
al Count Keller's body arrived here
August 2, accompanied by his son.
Funeral services will be held here and
the body will then be sent north by
railway. "

THE BATTLE OF MOTIEN PASS.

GENERAL KUROKI'S HEAD-
QUARTERS, mear Metien Pass, July
22, via Seoul, Aug. b.—(Delayed in
transmission).—From the brief official
reports arriving, it appears that the
fighting July 19 was severe. The Ja-
panese loss was one officer and 58 men
killed and 15 officers and 350 men
wounded. One company lost all its
officers. Two Russian officers and 45
men were taken prisoners by the Ja-
panese. According to the officers’ ac-
counts, the Russian loss was several
hundred. The bodies of more than
200 Russians killed July 17 were bur-
ied or burned. Cremation was found
to be necessary for sanitary reasons.
Many of the dead were hidden in the
woods two days before being discover-
ed.

GENERAL KUROKT'S HEAD-
QUARTERS IN THE FIELD, July
18, via Seoul, Aug. b.—From later in-
formation, yesterday’'s . engagement.
proves to have been more general and
more important than could have been
appreciated by observers at Motien
Pass, whose vision of the field was
bounded by high hills guarding both
sides and whose reports were written
before the Japanese pursuit of the
Russians down the valley was ended.
The hardest fight was on the right of
the Motien Pass 1in the valley ap-
proaching the Japunese line, which
lay between high wooded . hills, A
Russian contingent, consisting of a re-
giment or more, attempted by advanc-
ing through 1ihe valley to gain the
Japanese position by a flanking move-
ment or from behind the pass, but was
repulsed after an action lasting until
sunset, when the Japanese troops
abandoned pursuit and the Russians,
who stubbornly contested the ground
as they were forced back, marched
away toward the town of Gaboto, One
Japanese company lost all of its offi-
cers in this action and a sergeant ma-
jor was finally in command.

‘When fighting began at 5 a. m, the
Russian line facing the Japanese
trenches was more than a mile and a
quarter long. They occupied the road
leading directly to Motien pass, the
road being nearly parallel with the
Japanese position  for four hundred
yards, with a deep chasm, a qguarter
of a mile across at the widest, separ-
ating the two forces, also a wooded
hillside in front of the pass. The fight-
ing glong this line was sévere for
more* than four hours, comparatively
few Japanese being hit. The fog lift-
ing at 7 a. m. enabled a Japanese bat-
tery stationed on a height to rake the
attacking force effectually. The Rus-
sians later began to retreat when the
Japanese threatened their road of re-
tirement, which was still further en-
dangered by the advance of another
‘detachment of Japanese troops. The
Russian officers had collected the com-
panies for retreat in close formation,
as usual, making them splendid tar-
gets for the Japanese guns, their dark
coats forming huge blots against the
brilliant green shubbery. Several
shells burst among the retiring troops
scattering them into temporary con-
fusion, and as the Japanese from their
trenches saw a dozen men mowed
! down by a single shell, they stopped
shooting and loudly shouted “Banzai.”
| From 10 a. m. until noon the Russians
' slowly and doggedly retreated down
! the valley, gathered in close solid
bodies with rear guard deplying to cov-
er their retirement.

Yesterday was intensely hot and the
wounded of both armies suffered fear-
fully, lying in the sandy cornfields be-
neath the blazing sun. Many of them
spent the night undiscovered and un-
aided in the woods or underbrush and
the work of searching for them con-
tinues today. Burial detachments are
kept busy and wounded men are still
arriving at the hospital,

Nine
crowded into the small boat, For the
first quarter mile ail went well, until
the breezes sprang up and the water
went over the gunwale. After tell-
ing the captain of the danger, Vedito
jumped, out of the boat to lighten her
and swam astern. The water kept
lapping in and the boat suddeniy
sank,

Vedito caught hold of the boat and
hung on until rescued.

The others sank one by one, as they
lcst their grip on the boat. The cap-
tain sunk after ten minutes. He act-
ed as though he could not swim. The
inquest was held today. The verdict
of the jury was that the deceased came
to ‘their death by the swamping of an
overloaded boat, while coming from
an island to the mainland, a distance
of about a mile.” i
