The Japanese Honor Him and
Admiral Kamimura.

Capture of Rihlung Fort Wasa Bloedy
Affair---Defenders Were Nearly
All Killed,

AN IMPORTANT CAPTURE.

TOKIO, Dec. 30, 10 a. m.—The head-
quarters of the army besieging Port
Arthur, telegraphs that on the night
of Dec. 28, after the occupation of Rih-
lung Fort, a small body of Russians
still offered resistance in the passage
between the siege gun line and the
gorge. At three o'clock in the morning
they were dislodged entirely and the
occupation of the fort besame secured.
According to the statement of three
prisoners, the defenders of Fort Rihlung
numbered about 500 besides some sail-
ors. A majority of the defenders were
killed. The trophies captured with
Fort Rihlung include four large calibre
guns, seven small calibre guns, thirty
seven-millimetre guns, two machine
guns and much property as yet unen-
umerated.

HEROES WELCOMED.

TOKIO, Dec. 30, 11 a. m.—Admiral
Togo and Vice-Admiral Kaminura, with
their staff, arrived at the Shimbassi
station at 9.20 o’clock today. Their
journey from Kure to Tokio was a con-
tinuous ovation. At an early hour to-
day the streets were fllled and the city
gaily decorated with flags, lanterns and
New Year’'s decorations, Representa-
tives of the emperor and empress,
Prince Fushimi, Jr., elder statesmen,
ministers, prominent Japanese and
thousands of school children greeted
the arrival of the naval heroes at the
station. The president of both houses
of the diet presented them with the
resolutions of commendation passed by
their respective branches of parliament.

The qulet grey bearded admiral, Togo,
in a blue service uniform, seemed em-
barassed at the noisy ovation. Rear-
Admiral Shimura, chief of staff, laugh-
ingly elbowed Vice-Admiral Kamimura.
The junior officers tried to clear the
way, but the crowd closed in on Ad-
miral Togo and they were frequently
forced to push the crowd backward in
an endeavor to clear the reaching
hands. Finally Admiral Togo and Vice-
Admiral Kamimura were freed from
their enthusiastic admirers and sur-
rounded by officers, they reached the
carriage sent by the emperor to the sta-

tion to convey the distinguished party

to the palace.

As Admiral Togo appeared a great
shout arose, hats were thrown in the
air, arms were rafsed and “Banza’” fol-
lowed “Banza.” Preceded by gen
d’armes the party drove under trium-
phant arches walving flags and dis-
charging fireworks through the cheer-
ing crowds to the navy department,
where a brief stop was made during
which the congratulations of thé min-
isters were received and future victor-
fes were toasted. Admiral Togo and
Vice-Admiral Kamimura then proceed-
ed to the palace to report to the em-
peror. They will probably remain in
Tokio about one week for the purpose
of consulting with the general staff and
perfecting plans for future operations.

JAPS FIGHT EACH OTHER.

CHE FOO, Dec. 29.—The Japanese
lilne at Port Arthur is now, as a re-
sult of the general attack, beginning
Dec. 25, ‘'much closer to Liaotie Moun-
tain. Chinese who left Port Arthur
vesterday and arrived here today re-
port ‘that a greatly inferior -Russian
‘force defended the outermost of the
trenches for three days, retiring when
the Japanese artillery had secured an
enfillading position.The fighting mostly
was at a range of two-thirds of a mile,
the Japanese fearing mines. The Rus-
slans retired to Chingkakao. Japanese
who arrived at Che Foo today from Port
Dalny, say the recent fighting also re-
sulted in the capture of a hill called by
the Japanese Yangthuban (possibiy
| Keekwan mountain) enabling the Jap-
anese to seriously harass land coin-
munication with the Liaoti forts and

| with the forts on Etse and Antse moun-

tains. The capture of 7Yangthuban
hill follows several night attacks, dur-
ing one of which the Japanese became
confused,; killed each other and retired
when the mistake was dlscovered by the
appearance of the moon,

TOWN HELD EOR RANSOW.

Morocco Bandits Demand Mo ey or the
Surrender of European Residents of
Beseiged Town,

NEW YORK, Dec. 30. — A Tangler,
Morocco, despatch to the Herald says:
“The town of Alcazar fs again menac-
ed by a large number of mountaineers,
belonging to the Kabyles. They are
the same tribesmean who recently be-
vfeged the town, following a dispute
between a Moor and a Spaniard. They
were then induced to raise the siege
by the payment of a generous bribe.
The money then paid has merely arou-
sed their greed. They have now re-
turned, demanding the payment of a
still larger sum. In the event that
this is not forthcoming, they demand
that certain of the European residents
surrendered to them. It is gener-
ally believed that the town will have
to accede to the first request, as it is
poorly prepared for defence.

BIG FIRE ON SEWELL ST
TWO HOUSES GUTTED
FIRE BADLY HANDLED.

A bad fire broke out in the residence
of M. V. Paddock, the druggist, Sewell
street, shortly before one o'clock today,
and extended to the residence of Geo.
H. Fairweather, adjoining. An alarm
was sent in from box 4 and the depart-
ment promptly responded.

Owing to the poor water pressure,
the firemen found themselves somewhai
handicapped in attacking the fire. Two
engines, Nos. 3 and 4, ‘were quickly
set to work and five streams of water
were turned on the burning buildings.

In Geo. E. Fairweather's residence
the fire was checked, but owing to the
great advance it had obtained in Mr.
Paddock’s residence the flames redch-
ed the third story and the building
was soon practically ruined.

The Salvage Corps succeeded in sav-
ing considerable of the furniture of
Mr. Paddock, removing it to George
McKean's house, next door.

The fire originatzd in a low covered
allev-way or shed between the two
houses. Some suspect it was set, but
as yet there is no evidence to bear out
this suspicion. Both Mr. and Mrs.
Paddock were absent when the fire
broke out and returned to find their
home in flaines.

Mr. Paddock's house is
$3,500 and his furniture was also cov-
ered.

When the Star went to press the fire-
men were still fighting the flames.

LATER

As a result of the fire which broke
out shortly before one o’clock in a small
shed adjeining the residence of M. V.
Paddock, 67 Sewell street, the residen-
ces of botlr Mr. Paddock and George
E. Fairweather, 63 Sewell
joining each other, 1re badly gutted.

About th-ee o'clock the flames had
been subdued and half an hour later
the fire was out. Though promptly
responding to a call from Box 4, the
firemen seemingly did not at the out-
set effectively place a check upon the
flames, which had then made only
small progress. The water supply was
extremely Wnsatisfactory, but with
the aid of thLree engines enough of the
quenchable fluld was obtained <to
smother a fire twice the size. Lack of
judgment on the part of Chief Kerr in
disposing his pipemen permitted the
fire to gain headway and consequently
made the overcoming of it & matter of
increased difficulty.

Residents of the locality are loud in
complaint at the manner in which the
fire was handled, and it is rumored
! that insurance men, who were on the
spot, gave expression
that some improvement in filre mran-
agement would have to take place or

mwinate in disastrous conflagrations.

“I'here was no reason in the world,":

a resident said to this journal, “why
the fire should have destroyed two
houses. It originated on the outside
and had barely psnetrated one house
when the firomen arrived. Before
taking steps to ascertain just what
the fire was the flremen, under orders
presumably, threw their water from
the street upon the burning huilding,
from el the windows of which smoke
was coming. By the smoke the fire
looked hbig, but in reslity then it was
small and readMy extinguishable.”

FIGHT MAXWELL.

A New Protective Association
Openly in the Field.

Local Liquor Men Have Organized a Close
Combine and Have. Lots
of Money

The Liquor Dealers Protective As-
sociation showed their hand today for
the first time since their organization,
some months ago. Many of the mem-
bers of the organization worked quietly,
but they were in evidence in all the
various districts, working hard and do-
ing the best they could to have Mr.
Skinner elected.

This organization was formed about

nine months ago, the object being to.

protect the local dealers, to see’ that
the act governing the sale of liquor is

fairly carried out and to genmerally ale- !
Some years ago;

vate the business.
there was an organigation known as
the Licensed Victulars Association, but
through poor managemment it. went to
the wall. The doings of this association
were generally known and many of the
dealers who were memoers became dis-

gusted with what went on and dropped,

out. What became of the funds is a
matter of speculation.

About a year ago some of the dealers
got together and suggested an organiza-
tion that has developed in the present
one. Their idea was that by so doing
they could overcome the complaint
made by many of the retail dealers that
the wholesale houses were selling small
packages to individuals as cheaply as|
they were to the trade, and in the case

of a toncerted effort on the part of any ;

temperance organization to ask from'!
the government the Scott Act or any!
prohibitory measures they would be in
a position to present their side of the
case in a strong and proper manner.

The leading people in the movement :
worked quietly and the result was that
about nine months ago the Protective
Association referred to was,K formed.
There are about sixty members. The
retailers pald in $20 each, the wholesale
dealers $40, and the brewers $80. In ad-
dition all pay an annual fee of $16. An
executive committee of five controls the
finances.

When the organization was formed it
waﬁgreed that it should be non-poli-
tical, but that in any matter that could
in any way aﬁ'tect their business they
would stand together and fight the man
or men who was opposed to them,

And so it is that today an united ef-
fort is being made to defeat Mr. Max-
well. Their fear is that if Mr. Max-
well is elected it will be the voicing of
a popular opinion in fayer of a Scott
Act of a stricter licgmBe la’ d will
add -strength to thé largely signed pe-
tition sent to Fredericton some months
ago.
