Dr. Barry lectured yesterday after­
noon before the Young Men’s Society 
of St. Peter’s on “The Great White 
Plague.” There were about 250 young 
men present at the lecture, which was 
greatly appreciated by the member­
ship.

Dr. Barry divided the lecture into 
three parts—the cause, prevention, and 
cure of the disease. He went quite 
deeply into the subject of proper ven­
tilation of houses, churches, theatres 
and workshops, saying that plenty of 
fresh air and sunlight were essential 
to health.

The lecturer said that the sputum 
should be destroyed, so as to prevent 
the spread of the bacteria. He was 
strongly in favor of stringent laws 
prohibiting expectoration on the 
streets, or in any public place. While 
speaking on this matter, Dr. Barry ex­
pressed the opinion that all cuspidors 
as now used, should be abolished, and 
replaced by elevated cuspidors in 
order that all the sputum should be 
gathered in the receptacle for that 
purpose.

He referred to the habit women have 
of wearing long trailing- dresses, which 
gather up dust and germs, which are 
afterwards disseminated through the 
rooms of their houses. The lecturer 
also strongly advocated that those who 
have tuburculosis or are at all inclin­
ed to be consumptive, should not 
marry, і;

In regard to the curing of the dis­
ease, Dr. Barry told of the two me­
thods, the sanatorium and home treat­
ment, saying that the essentials in 
both cases were fresh air and sunlight.

Her face, 
neck and chest were frightfully lacer­
ated from blows, apparently from a 
man’s fists. -Robbery was probably the 
motive for the crime, for the pockets 
in the woman’s clothes, which were 
strewed about the room, had been 
rifled, in the room was a penknife 
covered with blood. The proprietor of 
the place told the police that when the 
woman registered there Wednesday 
she told him she was from Washing­
ton and was expecting her husband. 
She was frequently noticed about the 
place with a negro.
