Assyrians, Who May Haw Known Some­
thing of the New York Murder,

It is quite probable that the three 
Assyrians who are suspected, of being 
implicated in the murder of Fr. Kas­
per at Netv York, were in St. John this 
week, і The detectives from New York, 
who were also here, failed to locate 
them but on Tuesday the men suspect­
ed went to the I. C. R. passenger of­
fice on King street and asked for tick­
ets to Beyrout, Syria. They were told 
they could not get passage by I. C. R. 
from this port.

Later on Wednesday the Assyrians 
entered the C.^P. R. ticket office with 
the hope tl)at they could get tickets to 
Beyrout. The ticket agent offered to 
give thejn transportation over the C. 
P. R., but they declined to accept this. 
They wished to »go via New York. 
Tickets were issued and the party left 
that night on the American boat tor 
Boston. They were due to arrive in 
New York last night and a steamer Is 
scheduled to leave that place today for 
Syria, so It Is probable that these men 
are now on their way to their native 
land.

The men ‘appeared to have plenty of 
money. Two of them could speak very 
little English. One of the trio showed 
papers certifying that he was a Cana­
dian citizen.

A visitor at ceintral station last night 
asked for a description of--the men 
wanted. He said he thought he could 
locate them in this city. Only one fea­
ture of the case seems to show that the 
three Assyrians seen in the ticket offi­
ces. are not the men wanted, 
fact that they wished to go to New 
York to take pasaga for Syria. They 
knew however, when purchasing their 
tickets that a steamer left New York for 
the • Mediterranean almost Immediately 
after their arrival.there.

ing of the common council is being 
awaited with some interest, as it will 
be decided, -whether or not the board 
of works’ recommendation that Direc­
tor Cushing be dismissed from the 
city’s service will be carried out. Sev­
eral aldermen expressing their lopin- 
ions on the matter think that Director 
Cushing will be dismissed. A lengthy 
discussion is sure to take place at to­
day’ meeting, as a number of matters 
have to be fully considered in connec­
tion with the director’s severance from 
the city’s service.

One question which will probably de­
mand consideration, will be the time 
Director Cushing will cease to be di­
rector, if the council decides to dis­
miss him. It is contended that if the 
director is dismissed at оцеє,- he can 
claim his year’s salary, and if this 
holds good, it may be deckled to have 
Mr. Cushing finish out his year.

Matters relating to the coming visit 
to His Excellency, Earl Grey, may 
also be discussed. At the last meeting 
of the council Mayor Sears stated that 
the council would be obliged to take 
some step towards making the Gover­
nor General’s visit a pleasant one, and 
a committee was appointed to prepare 
a programme,
