FREDERICTON, May 13.—Mrs.

to the N. B. election act. This amend­
ment provides that the franchise be 
given to every widow and unmarried 
female over 21 years of age who owns 
real estate to the value of $100 or to 
the owner of real or personal estate 
together amounting to $400 or upon 
either widow or single female assess­
ed upon an income of $400. Mrs. Fiske 
and Miss Peters made a strong plea 
in favor of the adpotion of the amend­
ment and their addresses were most 
attentively listened to. Recorder Skin­
ner gave an admirable speech on be­
half of women's suffrage.

The Premier replied at some length.
He said that the matter was a diffi­
cult one to deal with and would have 
to receive the most consideration be­
fore legislation was introduced, 
granting of the extension of the fran­
chise as requested by the ladies, open­
ed up many doors and the limitation 
might be unbounded.
