“Elihu Root, secretary of state:

“Sir—Under instructions from his 
imperial majesty’s minister for foreign 
affairs I have the honor to express to 
you the cordial appreciation which his 
imperial majesty’s government enter­
tain for the friendly action of the Unit­
ed States government in permitting 
their diplomatic representatives at St. 
Petersburg and consular officers in 
Russia and in the territory occupied by 
that country, to look after the Japanese 
interests and subjects during the 
which has just been brought to an end, 
and to convey through you to those 
diplomatic and consular officers sincere 
thanks of his imperial majesty’s 
emment for the eminently satisfactory 
manner in which they rendered their 
delicate servies.

LONDON, Oct. 18,—Great Britain Is 
prepared to take forcible measures in 
the case of two English navaï officers 
who were captured by Moroccan brig­
ands. Peremptory demands for their 
release, closely resembling President 
Roosevelt’s ultimatum in the Perdi- 
c£yis case, will be presented to the 
Sultan at Fez today. Public opinion 
in London feels itself outraged and 
calls upon the government to teach 
the Sultan as well as his tribesmen 
antagonists, that the rights of Britons 
cannot be violated with impunity.

The general anger is not lessened 
by the conviction that this latest burst 
of Moorish defiance is the direct re­
sult of the German Efnperor’s inter­
ference in Morocco. It is believed he 
has led the rulers and outlaws to 
imagine that they can insist jealous 
European nations with impunity. Such 
money ransom as the brigands de­
mand will be paid over, in all pro­
bability, in order to saves the lives of 
Captain Crowther and of Lieutenant 
Hatton. This will be done, however, 
pn the understanding that the British 
government will not rest with their 
release, but will make the incident a 
basis of action, whieij^will solve the 
possibility of such an outrage In the 
future.

Great Britain has now had experi­
ence of its own with Morrocan law­
lessness to warrant its strong support 
o7 Tile demand that France be permit­
ted to undertake the maintenance of 
the internal order in Morocco.
