New Brunswick Well
Thought of in the Old
Land — Newspaper Ex-
tracts.

Another party of settlers from the
old country, organized by the Provin-
cial Immigration Department, being
the third party this season, is expect-
ed to arrive in New Brunswick early
next month. Superintendent Gilchrist
sald yesterday- that the British press
continues to give prominence to this
province as a desirable field for set-
tlers. Among other articles recently
published in prominent newspapers
overseas is one calling attention to
the remarkable development of St.
John as the national winter port and
another calling attention to the forest
wealth of New Brunswick. These ar-
ticles are here reproduced.

The Winter Port

“The development of St. John, New
Brunswick, as a national winter port
is emphasized by the value of exports
from that centre for the fiscal year
erded March 31st, 1915, which amount-
ed to £8,774,686. This total is more
than double the 1914 figures and
shows also a nincrease of £5,600,000
compared with 1913, which was con-
sidered to be the banner year of this
great Canadian winter port.”

New Brunswick Forests

“The New Brunswick forests are ex-
tremely rich in the variety of their
trees. There is not much pine left
now, and the most valuable tree of
that family is the spruce, but among
hard woods there is a great wealth of
maple, elm, oak, birch, beech and ash.
About £750,000 worth of forest ex-
ports comes from New Brunswick to
the British Isles every year, and about
£250,000 worth is sent by the prov-
ince to other countries. In addition
to the export trade, there is a good
local demand at good prices. A con-
siderable increase in export i{s antici-
pated as a consequence of the war, a
large continental demand being prob-
able.”
