FUNERAL WILL BE HELD AT
OTTAWA ON SATURDAY
Ottawa Feb 17—Sir Wilfrid Laur­

ier, the illustrious leader of the Liberal 
party of Canada for many years died 
at his home on Laurier avenue at 
2.50 o’clock this afternoon. Death as 
due to paralysis, the first attack of 
which he experienced at noon yester­
day. There were three successive at­
tacks, causing almost complete paraly­
sis

The distinguished statesman had been 
in particularly good health all the win­
ter, contemplating with great interest 
the intending session of Parliament, 
with its reflective influence uponthe 
political situation. He was out on Sat­
urday and went home in the evening 
after attending to an always extensive 
correspondence.

On Sunday morning he had a weak 
turn followed by a light stroke; at noon 
there was a second rupture on the 
brain, and though ha. rallied and regain­
ed consciousness, a third attack at 
midnight carried him to the end. He 
never regained consciousness, though 
now and then he would press the hands 
of those who tenderly administered to 
him. His death was most peaceful

since that time has represented Quebec

He was Minister of Inland Revenue in 
the MacKenzie administration in 1877 
and 1878 and was elected leader of the 
Opposition in succession to the late- Ed­
ward Blake in 1887 which position he 
has held ever since, being returned co 
office on the defeat of the Tupper Gov­
ernment in 1896 becoming premier and 
president of the council in his own ad- 
ministration. This office he held from 
July 8, 1896 until October 1911 when 
his Government suffered defeat at the 
polls with the proposed reciprocity 
treaty with the United States as the 
paramount issue.
Married in 1868.

In May 13, 1868 Sir Wilfrid married 
Zoe daughter of G.N.R., Lafontaine, 
of Montreal who survives him.

At the diamond jubilee of thelate 
Queen Victoria in 1897 Sir Wilfrid rep­
resented the Dominion of Canada being 
received in audience by the sovereign 
and accorded the leading place of all 
the colonial dignitaries in the great 
jubilee state procession. On this oc­
casion he received the honor of Knight 
hood. Sir Wilfrid was made a member 
of the privy council in 1897. In the 

same yearhe was made a member of 
the Cobden Club and received from it 
a gold medal in recognition of his serv- 
ices to the cause of international free 
trade. That year also he was created 
a grand officer of the Legion of Honor 
of France.

At the coronation of King Edward 
and Queen Alexandra in 1902 Sir Wil­
