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It was certainly & high privilege to
posecss a relic of Iona, It was the good
fortune of Blshop McDonald to enjoy this
privilege. Through the favor of his
friend, Alexauder Ranaldson McDonell, of
Glengarry, he became the possessor of a
chalice of gold which hsd eerved ten
centuries, It s belleved, in the monastery
of Iona. It must now be thown how the
precious relic came into the kands of
Glengarry, His ancestor, in the time of
Kiog Charles 11, wss requested by hia
nelgbbor, McLean of Dewart, to asslet him
agalnet some chief with whom he was at
war. Glepgarry, who, at the time,
erjoyed the title of Lord McDonell and
Aros, complied with the rcqueet, and pro-
cseded, with five hundred of his warrlore,
to the asefstance of his friend, Oa his
arrlval in McLean’s country, he was
honored with a banquet, at which were
used certaln pleces of church plate, and,
among the rest, the chalice of lons. Glen-
garry was ehocked at this profanation of
sacred thinge, and determiued to retarn
home, saying that no euccess could aitend
the arms of people wko were s0 profane,
McLear, on learvicg this, sent all the
plate, as 8 precent and proplitatory offer.
ing to Glengany, beseeching bim to
remaic aud bestow bis ald, Toeoffunded
chief wee so far propltiated as to allow
his men to stay with McLean, but refused
to rewein himeelf, acd immedlately
returned home. The chalice was safely
held in the Glengarry family tiil the time
of Alexander, already wmentioned, who

resented it to Blebop McDonald, A

escription of this remarkable chalice wm
be found in Priocipal Sir Dantel Wilson’s
work, “Pre historic Avrals of Scotland.”
A Jotter guoted in that work from the
late R:v. Willlam Gordon (the last head
of the Glenbacket famiiy) to the wrlter
of theee tketeher snys that it wae of eclid
gold and evidently of groat antiquity, as
cou'd be eeen upou it the marks of the
hammer which had beaten v into shape,
The invaiuabla relic, ae ted with which
were 80 many interesting memorles, con-
tinued {u (he poseession of Blshop Ranaid
McDonald nutil tho erd of bils days, when
it passed to his enccessor, Blshop Scott.

In 1826, Bishop Paterson had succeeded
in cbtatuirg the disislon of Seotland
eccleclestically iInto three vicariates,
designated as the Eastern, Western end
Northern districts, Tris measure, cou-
sidering the clreumetances aud state of
the misslons, had bascome not only ex
pedient but peccssary. On occssion of

His cholce fell on
the Rev, Andrew Scott, whose merits
were at once recognized by the ciergy and
the authorities at Rome, He was aceord
Ingly ¢ consecrated blshop and entered ou
his d '.‘H s 08 coedjator Viesr Apostolic of
the Western distitel, Bistop MeDonald,
mesacwhile, by his smiablitty of manne:
and his kindness of beart, had won the
esteem and sffection of all, whether Cath
olics or Protestan's, who came into rela.
tion with hlm. Such were his bensvo
leuce and attention to all aroand blm that
his soclety was much sought, and gave the
prentest pleasure. Ile rejoiced In conm
tributing to render others happy ; and he
fouvd a sonrce of happiaese himeelf In
diffasirg cheerfuiness aud promoticg
Invocent eujoywment, It fs eaily con
celved s reerrded of him, that he was
greatly beloved 28 well s respected by
peraons of all persuasions. Some of the
most eminent winisters of the established
Kirk of Scotland were of the number of
bis personal and devoted fricads, Hance,
be !4 more by his way of )ife and con
veisstion, as his record bears witness, to
do awsy with religioua prejudices and
mitigate thenlogical antipathies than auy
other man of ime, Towards the close
of his lfe, uufertunately, he beecsme
almost totally blind, In consequence of
this ¢filioilon, his condjutor came to be
lovested with Jndepencent authority in
governing the distriei. At last came the
closlng scene, The venersblo bishop
depaxted thia life on the 20tk September,
1832, at Fortwilltam, luvernees shire
The R!ght Reverend Bishop Scott, assisted
by eeveral priests of the nelghborhood,
pald the last fuueral honors and laid his
remaing at rest within the Catholic church
of Fortwllliam,

ANDREW SCOTT (1825 1846),

“There I8 the maklng of a priesi in thm
little fellow.”” Soch were the words, which
proved prophetic,concerning AndrewScott,
when only five years of ege, speken In his
father’s houee by sn elderly misdonary
prieaf The m*en gent lock of the “little
fellow" clicited thisremark ; and it waa to
him 89 an orscle which he treasured up
in bis mind and never forgot, From that
moment be resolved to be nothing lses
and nothiug else then a priest, whatever
impediments might ho thrown in his way,
He was # native of the Cathoiic Enzlo, and
bomn at Chapelford on the 15th dsy of
Febroary 1772, His epplication to study
in his earlier years wos attended with re
markable success. In February, 1785, he
btecame an alamnl of the !em(nuy at
Scalan, and was soon afier sent to con-
tinue his ecclesiastical studiss in the
Scotch College 2t Dousi, He resided
there several years, and was distingaished
00 less by proficlency in hls studies than
by plety and edifylog conduct. The

French Revolution came, and he was
obliged, along with his (ellow-otndnnu to
return to Scotland, He then once more
became an inmate of the only seminary lu

Scotlavd, the uvpretending House of
-Sc-.lm. 'His couree of study for the
priesthood was, however, completed at
Aberdeen, under the guldavce of the Rev.
John Farquarson formerly Principal of
Douai Coliege, He was ordalned priest in
thet city by the venerable Bishop Hay on
the 25th day of March, 1796

The wissionery labors of Andrew S:ott,
which were destined to be so importas £
had a very humble commencement. As
goon 88 he was ordalped be was h,)p iated
to the retlred mislon of Des Castle
in Aberdeenchire, The poor congrega.
tlon then had, at the time, no suit-
able place for the celebration of
public worship. There wero on the binks
of the River Dee, the rulned walls of an
anclent castle. These walls Mr, Scoit
contrived to fashlon fnto & chuich.
Having thus gatued experlerce in the art
of arcultecture, he afterwards bullt &
modest, but convenient chapal aud dwell
ing house under the eame roof. Ia 1500
bhe was removed to the charge of the
Huntly misddon ; and, as if five years
were nis destined time in euch of the
minor misslons, he was appointed in 1805
to the misslon of Glasgow, which, by thts
time, had grown to large oozpmtlons, avd
which, through the truly Herculesn labors
of its’ new apoetle, wus destined ko soon
to surpass in numbers and importance all
the misefons of the country,
Previously to the appointment of Mr,
Beott the few Catholics of Glasgow were
mipistered to by the Reverend Alcxander
McDonell, who afterwards became the
founder o! a church fu the new world,
aud wes long kuown ss the Hon, and
Right Rav. Bishop of Kingeton, in Cavada,
Whnen this eminent priest prucm‘md on
his new destination the Glasgow congre-
gation came under the pastoral care of lbe
Rev. John ba.rq wrson,  This zealous
priest erccted a church in the distriet
called “the Calton.” Although, at this
time, Catholics were becoming numerous
In Glasgow they were under the necessity
of Wtviuy s ro 1ud as poesible, ruch was
siill the darger, notwithetauding the bet-
ter fecling n.-wa-n‘a thein of the more
intelligent cltizace, lest the very fact of
thelr numwbers mighs becsme o cance of
popular excltation, Thero were no traces
of thelr rellgion in the villeges and coun
tes arcund the great commercisl vy, if
unless, ivdeed, we exce,;t. the wreck of
the cMh Jrsm, monesteries, relgious and
edocstlonal houses that ouce sdorned the
iand,
Meanwhile Catholic Ireland contelbated
largely, as it silll contributes, to promete
the growih and Importance of the Glas-
gow congregatlon,  Mechaaics of that
country—ekilled and uvskilled workmen
—sought the S:oteh commerclsl city in
order to fisd that employment which
thelr natlve land devied them, ‘Lhe
cotton trade had been successfully {ntro-
duced into Glacgow, heuce those
people found the vesupe u\hu) 80 muoch
needed, The new trade gave them their
bread, and to the city weslin and aggran
dlzeme The Irish comers wore au first
exposed to much obloquy, not cnly on

account to their country, egainst which
there existed an iucreuible smount of
illtberal prejudice, but, more P articularly
still, on religlous grounde, there belug
no hi g 80 odious ae “J.xp\.l’, ” to the

many yooro bad passed when it ewelled
into a rcli of three thourand. This wou-
der fhliuu. 81 was schloved partiy by the
earnestaess and  vigor wit h which Mr,
Scott ceased mnot 1o preach the word
of God; but more, perhaps, by his asrilu.
fty in bearing :r;uiushms acd in visiting
the slek, Such dutles were far from
being easlly fulfilled, To slt the whals
evenlvg till a late hour, under a damp
unwhoiesome roof, listenizg to the recital
of the elns and cares and eorrows of his
people, was sufliciently tryiog, but it was
more 87 &tlliy through the darkuces of night
and ofien in the most Inclemwent weather,
to toil alopg the streots and lsues to the
most wretcaed hovela of the poor, bend
over the fever stricken, {n danger every
moment of {nhaliag the paisoned bresth
of pestilence, and confronting desth {teelf
while mitlgating lts terrors. It is impos-
sfble to imaglae a more trylogand &t the
geme time, a more consoling labor. And
well It was that it shonld bear with it fte
consolation and ite fiuit; for, in the caso
of M, Scott, the only reward the world
offered consleted of the eneers and taunts
of bigotry, the wccofing of the urgodly
nod the hooting of the lgnorant rabble
There was no eecurily often against per
sonal vlolence, except through the escort of
gome falthful friend, Every dey new
diflizulties erose, but oaly to be eur-
mounted by nndaunted courage and suc-

cees, Not the least of thee was ome
ocessloned by the neoessitles of the
misdon and which it behoved the
z3alous priest to meet, The Oal
ton Chapel, as it was called, had

become too small for the grestly aug-
mented congraegetion, Thousands of poor
Csthiolics were excluded from its narrow
precincts, and, as each eucceeding Sanday
came round, instead of participating slong
with thelr brethren in the joyful celebra.
tion of the sacred mysterles, could think
only in sadness and disappolatment of
the land of their fathers and its numerous
altars where so many joyfally partook of
the bread of life, Thenarrow and humble
chapel must be replaced by a capaclons

Only Mr. Scott could concelve the pos
sibllity of tuch & work, Relylnz on the
geverosity of hls numerous but compara-
tively poor congregation, his own energy
and the ald of Hoaven, he undertock the
bullding of St, Audrew's Church fu a con.
splcuous part of the great clty—great
Clyds street. There wera mauy, mean-
while, who, taking credit to themselves for
superlor wisdom, condemued the under.
taking as ragh and inconslderate aud which
could only tend to humillstion aund the
injary of religion, The poodly work,
neverthelcss, was holdly underiaken, and
proceeded with rapidity and succesa while
scarcely eny other help wae bestowed eave
the pennfes of the poor, so liberaliy offercd
in ever-Ancresciog abundance. Tl liher.
ality was the more noteworthy as a great
commerclal erfsls had overtsken Glasgow,
Publie credit was shaken, busloess came
to n etand, weges were reduced, and thy
price of food incressed, Toe Catholics
weredismaycd  They Jooked with sorrow-
ful eyes on the uvfislshed wally, and
dreaded their becoring a ruin instead of

growing into a statcly chureh, One slone
was not discouraged. Mer. Ssott still per-
severed, hopiag sgafust hope. In a short

tline, notwittstanuing all but fvsuperable
difficuities, the sacred edifice was com-
pleted and etond forth & noble monument
of apostolic ze2al and the devoted gener-
oslty of a Catholic people while, if 1t did
pot excel, i: was not uoworthy of the
splendid miulster which survived entire
the wear of time and the vlolence of
fanatic rege. There was no mistaking the
proof which this lahor of love sffurded
that the Oathclics of Glasgow eould no
lunger be treated o8 outcssts whon it wes
safe to jeer sud losult, They pow
sesembled in imposing numbers. The
thousands that poured every h’un"lnv from

the grand portel of St Andrew's Chuorch
were Indeed a type of that uuiversal

Church which the beloved disciple beheld
in prophetic vision.
