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‘Whereupon the Honourable Mr. O’Brien came to the Table and took and sub-
scribed the Oath prescribed by Law, which was administered by Edouard Joseph
Langevin, Esquire, one of the Commissioners appointed for that purpose, and took his
seat accordingly.

The Honourable the Speaker then acquainted the House that the Clerk of the
Senate had laid upon the Table the Certificate of one of the Commissioners setting forth
that the Honourable Mr. O’Brien, a Member of the Senate, had made and subscribed
the Declaration of Qualification required by the British North America Act, 1867.

The Honourable the Speaker informed the Senate that there was a Member with-
out ready to be introduced.

‘When the Honourable Joseph O. Villeneuve was introduced between the Honour-
able Sir Mackenzie Bowell and the Honourable Mr. Masson.

The Honourable Mr. Villeneuve presented Her Majesty’s Writ summoning him to
the Senate.

The same was then read by the Clerk, and
