career hunting but help motivate
students to venture abroad in the

first place.”

The Dalhousie Student Employ-
ment Centre says there is great de-
mand for information on career op-
portunities abroad. Co-ordinator of

the centre, Susan Estabrooks says
theyreceive numerousquestionsfrom
students who are anxious to get their
hands on information.

“Let’s face it... not everyone in
your class is going to get a job in their
chosen profession here in Canada,”
says Estabrooks. “This current eco-
nomic climate encourages students
to be flexible and seek opportunities
abroad.”

Estabrooksadds, “Barry Yeates can
answer questions we are not yet
equipped to solve regarding pay,
working conditions, VISAs and busi-
nessopportunities.” Asaresult of the
demand, the employment centre is
developing an information base on
international career opportunities.

Arthurs and Presley anticipate
high attendance levels at this semi-
nar and have actempted to ensure its
success through effective marketing.
They have solicited the help of
AISEC Dalhousie and have sent out
over 300 invitations to professors
and student organization leaders, left
promo blurbs on every blackboard
on campus, put up over 300 posters

and contacted the local press.

Presley says they conducted such
intense marketing for a reason. “Dal
students can sometimes be fickle in
terms of what they will and won't
attend... It is a challenge to combat
the apathy and convince students
there are jobs out there. This semi-
nar will motivate and show students
how easy it is to find jobs.”

Arthur is counting on the success
of thisseminar to ensure more oppor-
tunities like this one are available to
students. He says this seminar is
being examined as a pilot project for
other universities in Canada. If it
succeeds, AISEC Canada will adopt
it implement it in all 38 Canadian
universiries associated with AISEC.
