A controversy over quasi-punk band 
Harry Pink Lips’ name has probably 
cost the band the chance to play 
again at the Graduate Student 
Lounge, Excalibur has learned.

The flare up began after band pub­
licity posters were distributed the 
posters, received a call from Teri 
Conlin, President of the Graduate 
Students Association (gsa).

Conlin told Wildgen that he had 
received several complaints about 
the posters from students who 
claimed that the name of the band 
was sexist and that it cast a bad light 
on the lounge. Mr. Wildgen took 
the posters down on his own accord, 
“not wanting to offend; this is a very 
delicate issue.”

Band member Felix Duchat dis­
agree that his band’s name is sexist.

So we figure we 
might as well change our name to 
Skim Milk. It’s nice and bland and 
boring, but then people who drink 
homogenized milk would be of­
fended.” Duchat also said the name 
is not sexist because it was taken 
from the original name of Harry 
Pink Lips And The Throbbing 
Purploids.

The day before their performance, 
Anthony, the band’s drummer, put 
up his own new posters since they 
weren’t getting any publicity. Teri 
Conlin said that he did not see this 
second set of posters. Although the 
Grad Lounge is responsible to the 
gsa whenever money is involved, the 
Harry Pink Lips show was free. The 
management board does have some 
say about the lounge’s image. The
