thought it de sixable to set out in the present statement.

Thus they agreed that fox each member of the 
Commonwealth the first objective is the preservation of peace* 
In their view the settlement of national n.eds should 
be sought by methods ox co-operation, joint enquiry and 
aonciliation. It is in such methods, and not in recourse 
to the use oi force between nation and nation, th.it the surest 
guarantee will be found for the improvement of international
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x I t was understood and agreed th-vt nothing in this state­
ment should be held to diminish the right of His Majesty's 
Governments in the United Kin dom, Can ada, Australia, New 
Zealand and South Africa, and the Government of India to 
advocate and support their statements of policy as submitted 
to the Assembly of the League of Nations in September, 1936»
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
