Hall tonight. Dealing with the Frogressive moveuent,
lre Ring declared that it had fallen {rou the place of a
aovement for the upholding of principles to a movement which
sought domlnation by a group which represented only the
farmer class. Throughi this change lre Ring declared the
Progreassive movement had lost many good friends. The
Liberal leader dealt with the candidature in Regina and
Calgary, respectively, of Hon. W.R, Motherwell and lon.
Duncan Farshall. These men, outstand.ing a riculturists,
were cpposed by a doctor and a retired preacher, running as
Progressives, sald Mre. Kinge DBy opposing the eloection of
such men as Motherwell and Harshall the Farmers were going
dgalnst their own interests. #hen the Furucrwovement
became an attempt te dominate, said vre King, it becaume
*rezclly a Tory movement, for Toryism is essentially control
by a smell group of the affairs of any country.”
