We deeply appreciate speedy and sympathetic consideration
owhich you and your colleagues have given to proposals set out 

in my telegram of September 26th, and are very gratified to 
learn that they are acceptable in principle.

We will examine at once detailed questions raised and 
will communicate as soon as possible with you on these 
points and also on question of date for arrival of suggested 
Mission.

In the meantime, it would be most helpful if other Prime 
Ministers concerned could be informed of attitude which 
Canadian Government are adopting. Would you prefer to do 
this yourself or would you like me to do so? Ends.
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
