a registration mark and shall grant a certificate of registration for which there shall be payable a fee

of §5.
(2) In the event of any change in the ownership of an airoraft registered in Canada, then

(a) The registration and certificate thereof shall lapse as from the date of such change

of ownership, and
(b) The registered owner shall forthwith notify the Minister.”

“7. (1) When a registered aircraft has been destroyed or permanently withdrawn from use,
the registered owner shall forthwith notify the Minister accordingly, and the registration and cer-
tificate thereof shall lapse as from the date of such notification.
