Up-
to-date American Protestants are joy-
ous heathens who have discarded the
Bunyan brand of religion from their
own use, but consider it good enough
for the benighted Latin American.
They don’t worry, however, if he will
have none of it. They are not after
proselytes but dollars,—Boston Pilot.
