BAPTISM SUPPLEMENTED 

The baptism of water is the ordinary 
means of salvation and the absence of 
its usual reception will not be the 
source of condemnation for those who 
having the perfect love of God have 
therewith the implicit desire of such 
baptism which suffices for them.

Martyrdom for the sake of Christ 
also supplies the place of the baptism of 
water, ;hence the Church celebrates a 
special festival in honor of the Babes of 
Bethlehem, whom Herod had slain hop­
ing to destroi the infant Jesus. Christ 
liimsell gave the commission to baptize 
to His apostles and declared it neces­
sary to salvation. “ Going therefore 
teach ye all nations baptizing them in 
the name of the Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Ghost. He that be- 
lieveth and is baptized shall be saved, 
he that believeth not shall be con­
demned.” But such a law obtained 
force only after sufficient promulgation 
just as with new civil laws, hence the 
actual reception of baptism must have 
been supplied in the meantime, 
fore we fail to see any repugance 
supposition of like means in after cen­
turies for those who would be in invin­
cible ignorance of this law.
