Preamble. HEREAS Joseph Bouchette, Esquire, Surveyor General of the Province ofW Lower Canada, bas undertaken the publication of Topographical and Geo-
graphical Maps of the Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada, according to a pros-
pectus by him published. And whereas it is proper to assist the said Joseph Bou-
chette, in prosecuting an undertaking so laudable and of such great public utility,
May it therefore please your Majesty, that it may be enacted, and be it enacted by
the King's Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Le-
gislative Council and Assembly. of the Province of Lower Canada, constituted and
assembled by virtue of and under the authority of an Act passed in the Parliament
of Great Britain, intituled, " An Act to repeal certain parts of an Act passed in

the fourteenth year of His Majesty's Reign, intituled, " An Actfor making more
efectual provisionfor the Government of the Province of Quebec in North America,"
and to make further provision for the Govemnment of the said Province ;" and it

is hereby enacted by the authority aforesaid, that it shall and may be lawful to and
