 HALIFAX, N. S, March 3.—Imple-
menting a promise in speech from the
throne, the government has introduced
a blil providing for the creation of a
public utility commission in Nova Sco-
tia. The public’utility is refined in the
preamble of the bill. Every corpora-
tion, company, pepson, association of
persons, . their lesseés, trustees, liquid-
ators or receivers appointed by any
court and every city, town. munici-
pality or county that now or hereafter
owns or may own,. operate, manage or
control any plant or equipment for the
conveyance of telephone messages for
the production, transmission, delivery
of furnishing of heat, light, water or
power, .8ither directly or indirectly to
or for the public.

The board Is to consist of three per-
sons, ‘who shall receivé a salary, the
annual expense to be bdrne by thé pub-
lic wutilitles according to their gross
earnings.

The beard is to have :eneral nuper-
vision of all public utilities.

Every public utllity 4s required to
furnish- reasonable,  adequate service
and facilities. The-charge made by any
