NEW YORK, June 17—An Associated Press despatch
from Chihuahua City, Mexico, last night, said:

General Jacinto Trevino, commanding the Carranza army
of the north, to-day advised General J. J. Pershing, American
expeditionary commander, that any movement of -American
troops from their present lines to the south, east or west would
be considered a hostile act and a signal to commence warfare.
General Trevino acted upon specific instructions from Carranza.

Thirty-
six trains loaded with soldiers are re-
ported to have passed Pressburg in
one day,

A desaptch from Bucharest con-
firins the astonishing efficiency of the
Rusgsian artillery and armoured auto-
mcbhiles. . The latter have in one sec-
tor oi the front replaced the cavalry,

| Petrograd advices state that the first
ICverman reinforcements sent to help
arrest the Russian advance from
Lutsk were a division of - Guards,
which failed, however, to check the
advance and was obliged to retire,
suffering serious losses.

The Edén was sunk in the'English

1 Channel last night after a collision.

This announcement was made this
afternoon by the official press bureau.

The British destroyer Eden  dis-
placed 555 tons and carried a com-
pliment of 70. She was 220 feet long,
23 feet beam and 8 feet deep. She
was built in 1903 and had a speed of
26 knots. The Eden carried four 3-
inch guns and was equipped with
two 18-inch torpedo tubes.
