Paris, April 17 —The great offen-
sive opened by the French along a
twenty-five mile front from Soissons
to Rheims is likely to extend still
farther to-morrow or the day after.
The tremendous assault on the Ger-
man lines had long been carefully
planned, and for a month past
French artillery had been pounding
the enemy’s position. The Germans
were well aware of what was com-
ing, as they showed by a number of
furious attacks, made notably at
Sapignuel and Godat Farm, with
the object of finding out something
definite in regard to the French pre-
parations. The invaders had manned
naturally formidable positions with
effectives amounting to at least 20
divisions and an enormous number
of guns, well supplied with muni-
tions.

In cap-
turing Loivre they have drawn near-
er to Bermericourt, and have gone
far beyond the famous position
which they lost in the first weeks of
the war and failed to win back at
the battle of the Marne.

According to the latest news reach-
ing Paris, the Germans are bombard-
ing the lost trenches furiously, coun-
ter-attack after counter-attack hav-
ing been delivered far into the night.
The struggle is particularly fierce in
the region of Craonne, but the
French have so far managed to hold
their gains. The French advance
averages in depth from two to two
and a half miles beyond the Ger-
man first position, which is compos-
ed of lines of five and six trenches,
one behind another.

The peo-
ple are in a most profound state of
depression, caused by downright
want and suffering and discourage-
ment, which has been deepened, they
say, by the recent administrative
scandals, by the chaos of the politi-
cal situation and by the troubles of
all sorts.

“No revolution and not even riots
may be expected in Vienna because
the city is too well guarded by sol-
diers and the people are too down-
hearted to have the necessary spirit
to rebel. Hunger, the dissipation of
every illusion and the impossibility
of seeing any way out have com-
pletely crushed the spirit of the na-
