A World reporter who dropped 
In for his evening chow was somewhat 
taken aback. There were preachers 
there dt all the evangelical denomina­
tions. The Presbytèrian sat by the Con­
gregationalism and the Methodist and 
Baptist mingled their views and their 
cold water. The supper was very good 
indeed, and was done full justice to. 
After the most capable of them was 
fully satisfied. Rev. J, M. MacLeod in­
troduced the subject of the evening, 
and stated that they were gathered to 
say good bye tp their old friend, Rev. 
J. W. Pediey, who was removing to 
London, Ont. Speaking for himself, he 
said that be must confess his regret at 
the departure of the guest of the even­
ing. He had known Mr. Pediey inti­
mately since he (MacLeod) had arrived 
in Vancouver, somfc six or seven years 
ago. He must bear testimony to Mr. 
Pedley’e power and influence as a 
preacher. He had done a good work 
here and his church had grown from a 
mere handful to its present successful 
proportions. He felt sure that in mov­
ing to London the inhabitants of that 
city would be greatly the gainers. He 
would Join In prayers and good wishes 
for the future of Mr. and Mrs. Pediey.

The toast was heartily received and 
remarks along the same lines as Mr. 
MacLeod's were made by Rev. Messrs. 
McLaren. Watson, Stackhouse, Gardner, 
King, Baer, and Maxwell.

Rev. J. W. Pediey said that It was 
Indeed a pleasant thing personally to 
know that his fellow-workers held him 
In such high esteem. There was, of 
course a good deal of froth and soft 
solder, but he was assured that there 
was a kindly feeling existing at the bot­
tom of it all. He had not cultivated the 
art of making friends with all people, 
and he had on many lines, views différ­
ent from those held by those around 
him. Yet, despite their different meth-,. 
ods of work, he was glad that a good 
and kindly feeling existed. He could 
honestly say that he had a feeling of 
gratitude for the many kind things that 
had been said, and he was glad that his 
work and himself had earned the min­
isterial good opinions. He had tried to 
state his views fearlessly, and to utter 
his convictions like Paul. One thing 
that had been laid at his doors was the 
charge of sensationalism. Perhaps even 
some of the ministers had said the 
same. There was one thing he would 
Insist on and that was that he had nev­
er preached a sermon that he did not 
consider to be the result of Intellectual 
research, thought and conviction.

m mthe -IAmong the recent autographs inscribed 
on the register at Hotel Vancouver is 
that of Dr. Harrison Watson, curator of 
the Canadian section of the Imperial In­
stitute at London, Eng. The object of 
the curator’s visit to British Columbia is 
to try and have the Provincial exhibit 
at the Institute improved.

The Imperial Institute was opepe 
May, 1888, and was Intended as a fitting 
memorial to celebrate the Jubilee of Her 
Majesty. It Is in reality a permanent 
exhibition of colonial products, and proves 
of great value In extending a knowledge 
of their resources and progress. The Chn- 

the Institute 
trolled by a board of governors repre­
senting each of the Provinces, of which 
Sir Charles Tupper, as High Commis­
sioner for Canada, is chairman. Manito­
ba is represented by His Excellency, 
Lord Aberdeen. Those for the Province of 
Quebec are Sir Donald Smith, who Is also 
a member of the executive council, and 
Hon. John S. Hall; for Ontario, Sir Henry 
Tyler and John Paton. The fact of the 
inauguration of the Institute coinciding 
with the opening of the World’s Fair at 
Chicago, unfortunately resulted in the 
display at South Kensington being very 
Inadequate, says Mr. Watson, and while 
certain of the Provinces have materially 
improved their collections, there stiU re­
mains a good deal to be done before 
the display as a whole can be consider­
ed as at all representative of the wealth 
and resources of the Dominion.

“What suggestions would you make as 
to Improving this condition of affairs?*' 
Mr. Watson was asked.

“ After considerable correspondence,” 
replied Mr. Watson, ”1 came to the con­
clusion that a personal visit to the dif­
ferent Provincial governments, Boards of 
Trade and other persons interested in 
developing the commerce of the Dominion 
to whom I would explain what was desir­
able and give details as to space, the na­
ture of the exhibits desired, etc., would 
probably result in a considerable im­
provement, a view in which many Cana­
dian visitors to the Institute have coin­
cided. This view received ths, approval 
of the board of governors, and this ac­
counts for my being here. I may say 
that the results of my trip have been 
very successful. The authorities at Que­
bec have promised to enlarge their exhi­
bits, and Hon. John Dryden, in Toronto, 
promised greater attention likewise. These 
two Provinces occupy the largest space, 
but Manitoba has a fine display and is 
next in order. So far she occupies more 
space than the Maritime Provinces, but 
I am in hopes that they will greatly in­
crease their space this year.”

“How about the attendance?”
“Well, during the 26 months the Insti­

tute has been open to the public official 
figures show that about 1,100,000 persons 
have passed through the turnstiles, and 
these include not only English people, 
colonists and Americans, but also many 
of the continental visitors, who Include 
the Imperial Institute in their visit to 
the lions of the city. Of course, in such 
a large building it is unlikely that all 
these people inspect the Canadian court, 
but of the thousands who do, few can 
fail to pass along the court without being 
struck by some feature of Canada with 
which they were unacquainted before. 
One sees that peaches are grown In Can­
ada, another Indian corn, still another is 
amazed at Manitoba wheat or vegetables, 
or British Columbia minerals or timbers, 
and so on. 
come to my office and make Inquiries. 
So far the greater part of the inquiries 
made have been in reference to emigra­
tion. Although these come to a great ex­
tent from persons of limited means, there 
are also a number who have sons or rela­
tions, who will eventually have a cer­
tain amount of capital. They desire that 
they should obtain some practical know­
ledge of the country and its resources 
before embarking In any undertaking re­
quiring the investment of 
people do not care to send 
to a colony at haphazard, and therefore 
make Inquiries as to the opportunities 
In the different colonies before sending 
them out. Many seem favorably im­
pressed with Manitoba and the North­
west, and we are enabled to disseminate 
considerable information about Canada 
through the fact that we have so many 
inquiries. Outside of the collections, I 
may mention that during the winter ses­
sion, there are weekly lectures, many 
of which are very largely attended on 
imperial subjects. There are also week- 

-ly lectures on technical and scientific 
subjects. One of these delivered last win­
ter, for example, was devoted to the 
wood pulp industry, in which Canada is 
so largely interested. We have also a 
monthly Journal, at present In its in­
fancy, the object of which is to endeavor 
to keep track of the conditions of trade 
in the different parts of the empire. An­
other prominent feature is to record the 
demand and supply for labor and open­
ings for settlement and colonization. 
There has been lately established a de­
partment of practical research, the ob­
ject of which is the testing bf products 
from various parts of the empire, the 
qualities of which are at present but lit­
tle known, and already valuable discov­
er.es have been made concerning the 
properties of certain fibres, timbers and 
drugs. There can' be little doubt,” 
eluded Mr. Watson, “that the placing at 
the Institute of a collection that will real­
ly show not only the resources of Cana­
da, but also the progress we are making 
in manufactures and oiir material pro­
gress generally must be beneficial. The 
Dominion originally made a handsome 
contribution to the erection of the build­
ing, which is one of the finest In London, 
and situated in close proximity to the 
South Kensington and Natural History 
museums, and consequently attracts most 
of the visitors to these places, 
the collections are once installed the an­
nual expense of maintenance is trifling 
in view of the excellent advertisement 
which the country receives in return. 
Business people generally are most fav­
orably inclined towards doing what busi­
ness they can with the colonies In pre­
ference to foreign countries. I am sang­
uine, from what I have already seen, 
that the Institute can be the means of 
introducing many Canadian products, 
the existence of which is at present bare­
ly known to the commerce of the world.”

Mr. Watson is himself a Canadian, hav­
ing lived half his life at Montreal, 
he is a young man of good appearance 
and address, and of more than ordinary 
ability, of which any nation need not be 
ashamed. He will hold consultations with 
both the Government and prominent busi­
ness men before leaving the Province.

It does not seem to be generally 
known, says the Victoria Colonist, «hat 
the great device In stone recently placed 
In position over the main entrance to 
the new Parliament buildings is the coat 
of arms of British Columbia. Hitherto 
there was no Provincial coat of arms, 
but a crowned lion standing upon an im­
perial crown was used as a badge, & 
survival from the crown colony days. 
This has been preserved as the crest of 
the “achievement,” as it to termed in 
heraldry. The arms granted are de­
signed to exhibit the position of the 
Province as an integral part of the Brit­
ish Empire, and also to make plain the 
tnldhriduatity otf the Province. Just as In 
the escutcheon of a family, the particular 
branch is indicated. Upon the main 
part of the shield tihe .Unton Jatck is ex­
hibited,
emblem common to the whole Empire. 
Then on a chief barry undi azure and 
argent there is a sun setting In base or. 
This irr every day language means that 
on the upper part of the shield there are 
six alternate wavy lines of white and 
blue to represent the sea and on it a 
golden sun setting Indicating that the 
Province is the most westerly part of 
the Empiré. To prevent the setting sun 
being taken as a sign of waning strength, 
there appears beloiw the coat the motto, 
“Splendor sine occasd”—“Radiance with­
out setting,” the words need by a Ro­
man philosopher In the reign of the Em­
peror Hardrian to describe the sun, ex­
pressive of the fact that the sun’s bril­
liance never wanes. Above the shield 
is the crest, a lion standing upon the 
Imperial crown. Supporting the shield 
on th* left to a stag wapiti,, to re­
present Vancouver Island, and on the 
right a mountain goat; indicative of the 
Mainland.

Born in the County of Oxford on March 
21, 1844, he is now in his 50th year. His 
parents were well-known and highly re­
spected for their Christian character.

His first 
pastor was the late D. Mackenzie, of e(j;
Embro, a man whose memory will be 
long fragrant In Zorra and throughout 
the ehqrch. He was afterwards a mem­
ber of Chalmerto church, Woodstock.
During his early years he worked hard 
on the farm, clearing the forest, build­
ing houses, ploughing, etc. He himself 
refers to this experience as a preparation 
under God, although he knew it not at 
the time, for similar work he has been 
called on in his later years to do in 
Formosa. His early teachers all speak 
of him as a persevering, successful stu­
dent. Afterwards he taught school at 
Maplewood and Maillandville. This, too, 
was a good training for the great work 
ahead of him.

The T>uke of Cambridge Delivers an Un­
expected Valedictory.

The Duke of Cambridge, who has been 
succeeded by Lord Wolseley as comman­
der-in-chief of the British forces, made a 
long speech at a lundheon which was 
given in his hfenor at Edinburgh. He be­
gan his remarks toy referring to the 
charge that he had opposed all changes 
that had been suggested in connection 
with the army. This charge he denied, 
maintaining that on the contrary he had 
always led in making changes that ten­
ded to add to the efficiency of the British 
troops. He said he regretted to have 
seen latterly that a strong notion exist­
ed that a member of the Royal family 
was not suited to the chief command of 
the army. He held that a royal person 
could be placed without necessarily con­
sidering his high degree in any position 
for which he may toe found to be fitted.

39 years. He had^ filled it as best he 
ceuld and had got more than his share 
of criticism that always fell to great pub­
lic officials.
