After a few introductory sentences, 

Hon. Mr. Hazen said: —
In view of the fact that the great 

war which is now being waged is the 
predominant idea in all minds at the 
prvs^nt time, and as the carrying on 
of that war is our first business in 
Canada today, it may not be out. of 
place for me to devote the time - at 
my disposal to a presentation of some 
facts connected therewith, and more 
particularly referring to Canada’s par­
ticipation there iff." It is " almost unne­
cessary to say that public sentiment 
through-out tiie Dominion is every­
where united in favor of participation 
in the struggle, and that THE CANA­
DIAN PEOPLE ARE AS ONE IN 
SENTIMENT THAT EVERYTHING 
POSSIBLE SHOULD BE DONE TO 
SUSTAIN GREAT BRITAIN AND 
THE ALLIES IN THE CONTEST 
AND IN ASSISTING TO BRING IT 
TO A SUCCESSFUL AND TRIUMPH­

It is a/matter of 
common knowledge to you all that 
in the past Canada has devoted very 
little attention to military affairs; the 
people of the country had not permit 
ted themselves to dwell on the thought 
of war. Comparatively small amounts 
of money were spent each year in the 
maintenance of a volunteer militia 
force, and the votes made from time 
to time by Parliament for the purpose 
were subject to a very considerable 
degree of criticism. By many the 
money spent on the militia was re­
garded as wasted, for the wiseacres 
who opposed these appropriations 
gravely shook their heads and pointed 
out how impossible it was that Canada, 
should ever become Involved in the 
maelstrom of Edropean politics and 
that the idea of war on the North Am­
erican continent between people oc­
cupying the intimate, social and com­
mercial relations that characterize 
those of the United States and Canada 
was simply unthinkable. These peo-
