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TURKEY’S SULTAN 
NOW .A PRISONER.

Two Thousand Combatants Killed in the Streets 
of Constantinople.

The Macedonians Victorious in Fight—25,000 
Armenians Said to be Massacred.

i| London, April 2.1.—The Daily Tele­
graph’s Vienna correspondent sends the 
report that the Sultan was taken out of 
the palace by force at a late hour to­
night, and that Meheramed Reschad Et- 
fendi was installed in his place. 

SULTAN’S GUARDS SURRENDER. 
Constantinople. April 25.—The Yildiz 

Kiosk capitulated at noon to-day. The 
garrison of four thousand Albanians 
surrendered unconditionally and were 
disarmed and marched out of the pal­
ace under escort of the Macedonian 
army. "I'llis was the result of long ne­
gotiations between the Sultan, Tewfik 
Masha, Grand Vizier; Edhem Paslm, 
Minister of War, and t heftek Pivdm. 
commander of the Parliamentary army.
'1 he future of the Sultan is undecided. 
On Friday Cheftck Pasha and Said 
Pasha, president of the Senate, gave as­
surance that there were no designs 
against the Sultan, but Parliament in­
sists Gheftek and Said had no mandate, 
and reserves the right to determine tin- 
question after formal inquiry into the 
origin of the recent coup d’etat. It 
would he prudent not to raise this i~- 
sue. as the army would not tolerate the 
deposition of the Sultan. Officials who 
vjsited the Yildiz Palace to-day assure 
me that the Sultan is calm and confi­
dent. Ahmed Rita, ex-president of tlie 
Chamber, is mentioned as the next 
Grand Vizier. Hilmi Pasha having dis­
pleased the Young Turks by bis want of 
courage in the recent crisis. Quiet is as­
sured on the European side of the Bos­
phorus. Martial law was proclaimed 
this afternoon.

TWO HUNDRED MACEDONIANS 
KILLED.

The streets of t onsLintinople are 
thronged with spectators who marvel 
at the few evidences of damage by the 
artillery fire. Two hundred of the at­
tacking troops were killed. The casual­
ties of the defenders are unknown. The 

.number of killed is estimated at .->00. 
Imt others say 2.000. Forty soldier* who 
refused to surrender at Taxi in yester­
day were shot down when the Parlia­
mentary troops entered the barracks. 
Kiamil Pasha, the aged ex Grand Vizier, 
received an ovation as he drove through 
the crowded streets to-day.

The cloth is cut and it remains now 
to sew the constitutional garment, a 
difficult task for statesmen with plenty 
of enthusiasm, but no experience. The 
army rules that after S o’clock at night 
nobody shall be allowed abroad without 
a special permit.

A PRISONER IS THE PALACE.
Constantinople, April 2.1. -The Yildiz 

garrison surrendered to-day to the con­
stitutional forces. The commanders of 
these battalidhs* began sending iu their 
submission to Mahmoud Cheftck I’li.-dia 
last night, and the whole of the troops 
protecting the palace gave their formal 
and unconditional surrender shortly af­
ter dawn. Niazi Bey. who is called the 
hero of the duly revolution, is now in 
command of the garrison.

Sultan Abdul Ha mid has been permit­
ted to remain within the walls of the. 
Yildiz Kiosk, where yesterday, in com­
pany with his Ministers, he waited for 
the outcome of the struggle between 
his loyal troops and the army of invest-

( HANGING THE GUARD.
I lie evacuation of tile quarters around 

the Yildiz Kiosk began early in tlie 
morning. The soldiers of the garrison 
were made prisoners and their places 
were taken by Macedonian battalions, 
tied the Sultan looked out from the up j 
per windows of his favorite yellow and 1 
white pavilion he would have seen, at 
dawn, sentinels thickly scattered in the 
grounds between the palace and the 
Bosphorus, and at the gates of the canal 
through which barges pass from the Yil­
diz toy lake to the Bosphorus.

Mendouk Pas Ida, commander of the 
surrendered palace guards, came slowly 
out of the gate. He was allowed to 
keep his sword, but was attended by 
officers whoge swords were missing. 
Mendouk Pasha paused to talk with 
the correspondents.

“It is the will of Allah," said lie. 
“We have done our duty."

“It was through me," remarked one 
of the Chamberlains of the Court, Ali 
Bey, “that his Majesty sent the mes­
sage to Mendouk Pasha not to resist. 
'All of them,' said his Majesty, ‘still 
are my children. I do not wish any 
more bloodshed. ' When the Sultan 
gave the command not to resist there 
was no resistance, and the affair was

“This is not a civil war, but a 
punitive expedition." said Col. Hamdi 
this afternoon. “Our task is to 
cleanse the army from sedition and 
bring it to a proper state of dis- 

. cipline ; to find, try and execute, those 
who have murdered their officers, and 
devised and led .the rising against the 
authority of the State. We shall 
court-martial the suspected persons 
and execute those that arc condemned, 
who will number possibly fifty, pos­
sibly 200."

Enver Bey. one of the leaders of 
the Young Turks, when asked how- 
military men regarded the Sultan, re­
plied: “We do not have an opinion 
on that subject. The Sultan is in 
the hands of Parliament. The army 
is the instrument of civil authority, 
and the army’s mission in this affair 
is upholding the civil government." 
SCUTARI BARRACKS SURRENDER.

The last garrison to surrender was 
the one in the artillery barracks iu 
Scutari, opposite Stamboul. Four 
thousand men stationed there with a 
hundred guns threatened to blow the 
city into ruins, but General Cheftek 
to-day ordered up sixty big guns and 
several batteries of machine guns to 
positions which commanded the bar­
racks, and the cruiser Mcdjidia steam­
ed out of range of the field pieces and 
prepared for action. The commander of 
the barracks thereupon submitted with­
out firing a shot.

t
 BEGINNING OF THE FIGHT.

The sending forward of the advance 
posts of the Salonika army Friday af­
ternoon to within two and one-half Hides 
of the Palace^f^ghadowed the attack

upon the city which began at 5 o’clock 
Saturday morning. The bridges had been 
picketed and small partise of cavalry 
had reconnoitered the ground.

After desultory firing just before 
dawn a strong advance was made in 
the southwest part of Pera. The at­
tacking forces spread out in a long 
line and made an assault upon the 
Matehka and Taschkischla barracks, 
south of the Palace, where they met 
with a stubborn resistance.

The invaders continued to advance in 
three columns with the utmost precision, 
and occupied all the points of vantage. 
The volunteers from Ghevgeli received 
their baptism of fire from Matehka, but 
they stood their ground well and replied 
with steady volleys. The strength of the 
volunteers was overwhelming and the 
Matehka garrison soon surrendered. 

SALONIKAN LEADER KILLED.
Almost immediately the loyal sol­

diers in the Taschkischla barracks, on 
the opposite hill, opened with a deadly 
fire, but. notwithstanding that many of 
them fell, the Salonika troops did not 
hesitate in their advance, but moved 
slowly and cautiously, bringing up then- 
machine guns, and eventually silenced 
the garrison. There were heavy losses ou 
both sides. While this attack was pro­
ceeding another corps of Salonika in­
fantry encountered a sudden attack from 
the artillerymen in the Taxic bar­
racks, but these were only supplied with 
rifles. Mukstar Bey, commander of the 
Salonika force, fell dead, and many were 
killed or wounded on the first assault. 
The fighting in the Stamboul quarter- 
occurred at the Porte, where the garri­
son refused to surrender, but after a 
sharp fusilade they were obliged to hoist 
the white flag. There was stiff fighting 
at the Iplik Haneh barracks where the 
mutinous artillerymen, who recently ar­
rived from Tehataldja, were quartered. 
THOUSANDS KILLED OR WOUNDED.

The number of casualties probably 
never will lx* known, but it is estimat­
ed fur into tl>e thousands. Around 
the Taxini barracks alone it is be­
lieved thousands fell. The private 
houses within the line <>f fire suffered 
greatly. One of the heaviest, losses 
"f the Parliamentary forces occurred 
through the misuse of the white flag 
by the besieged Taschkischla barrack*. 
For more than an hour the machine 
guns nf the attacking party poured a 
hail of shots into the garrison, ami 
then the defenders hoisted the wlvite 
flag. Infantry moved forward in the 
open and the gunfire was suspended. 
When the battalion was within four 
hundred yards of the lwirracks the guns 
behind the walls opened up a deadly fin- 
on them, 27 U*ing killed and SO wounded.

GOLD IN MUTINEERS’ POCKETS.
In one quarter some 6.000 or 7,000 

troops were engaged in the conflict, 
but with the terrific exchange of 
shots few non-combatants were killed. 
Half of the Salonika Chasseur-, who 
were brought from the country districts 
several months ago and placed in the 
^ ildiz garrison by the Committee <>f 
Union and Progress, and who took a 
prominent pan in the recent mutiny, 
fell fighting in or near the barrack*, 
where they had murdered most of their 
officers only ten days ago. In the pock 
cts of some of the dead were found large 
sums of monev in gold, which, it is as­
sumed, wa-s part of the price of their loy­
ally.

At noon the imttle ceasnl, and pre­
cautionary men-ures were immediately 
taken by those upon whom victory 
had rested to insure the safety of the 
resident*. General satisfaction seemed, 
to in- felt at the swift change from 
uncertainty to constitutional order. <ev- 
eral looters who were caught red-handed 
were summarily executed.
GREAT M M BEK OF SPECTATORS.

Perhaps the most remarkable fea­
ture of the attack upon the rity was 
the great number of people of all 
nationalities, including many Euro­
pean women, who thronged the streets 
immediately outside the zone of fire. 
Everybody showed that confidence had 
been inspired by ths difjcijdine. valor 
and friendly courtesy of the invading 
tloops, particularly the gendarmes of 
Salonika.

Several Americans were wounded 
during the fighting, including Fred­
erick Moore and Harry G. Dwight, 
both correspondents. Moore at t In­
time he was wounded was watching 
the operations through a field glass. 
By his side stood a Greek taking 
photographs. The two had probably 
attracted the attention of the Turkish 
marksmen. The bullet that passed 
through Moore’s neck killed a native 
behind him. Dwight, who is a maga­
zine writer, was under fire for some 
time. He was shot while endeavoring 
to reach Constantinople from a \ il 
lage a few miles out. Finding the ap 
pmavhes to the city closed lx- secured 
a row l><»Ht and made his way down 
the Bosphorus past, the Yildiz kiosje. 
The water round his boat was cm 
stantly splashed with spent bullet*.

THE FIGHT AT TA80HK1SLHLA.
A fine view was had of the en­

gagement of the Taschkischla bar­
racks I from th • roof garden of the 
German Embassy. The Yildiz kiosk 
was al>out 2,000 yards distant and the 
barrack* not more than 500 yard*. 
One side of tlie barracks was almost 
blown away. Not les- than 500 of the 
garrison finally retreated bv the rear 
gates, dragging machine guns with 
them. They fought in the Turkish 
graveyard, which fronts the Embassy, 
until fifty of them were killed and 
more than 100 wounded. Then they 
hoisted the white flag and surreu-

IvOCKED UP AMMUNITION.

The troops who Were made prisoners 
were conveyed under strong escort to 
Stamboul and interned in the War Of­
fice. As they |>assed through the 
streets of Pera, which so lately echoed 
their gaieties, surrounded by dusty, 
smHbrowned Salonika fighting men. 
they looked sullen and dejected and 
seemed deeply to resent t-heir decent at 
the hand* of fellow-Mo^ledis.

Questioned a- tm^tfliy they fired up­
on the Salonika soldier*. one of the 
prisoners replied tAat they had arms 
and would be rewards to surrender

How many thousands have 
been massacred cannot even be esti­
mated. because the disturbances have 
been so widespread that it is impos­
sible to secure details of the hapjien- 
ings during the past ten days. The 
latest estimates of the number killed 
iu the vilayet of Adana reach ap­
proximately 25,000. and thousands 
lmve been done to death in the town* 
of other districts. The state ot siege 
Which several of the places are under­
going. has brought the inhabitants to 
the verge of starvation, and each day 
bring* it* tale* of further atrocities 
and the depths of misery and despair 
to which the savagery of the fanatics 
has brought the people.

EARTHQUAKE 
IN PORTUGAL.

Thousands Are Homeless But the 
Death List is Small.

King Manuel Personally Visits the 
Stricken Districts.

Movement of the Earth Lasting Six 
Hours.

Lisbon, April 25.— Although Lisbon 
itself was shaken from end to end by 
the earthquake on Friday evening there 
were no fatalities. It is now known, 
however, that the outlying districts suf­
fered. Bonevente, Sa mo sa and Santo 
Sateven were almost completely de­
stroyed. The loss of life, so far as 
known yet, was not commensurate with 
the material destruction, but already 57 
dead and 100 injured iiave been taken 
out of tac ruine. When the news reached 
Lisbon the whole city was stirred to its 
depths. Doctors, jmt ses and firemen, 
taking medical and oilier stores, set oft 
immediately for the devastated towns. 
King Manuel, the Duke of Oporto, and 
the Minister of Public \\yrks and. Min­
ister of Marine also went to the scene 
and found some four thousand persons 
homeless and without food. The King 
was at Santo this evening, twenty miles 
from Lisbon, surrounded by the hungry 
populace, who were praying for bread, 
i I is Majesty immediately sent to the 
capital for supplu-s. and later cartloads 
of provisions and thousands of loaves of 
bread were despatched and distributed 
to the famishing population. Later two 
thousand blankets and a hundred mili­
tary tents followed. Refugees are camp­
ing under the tents on neighboring hill-

A hurriedly convened council of Min­
isters voted $100,000 for preliminary re­
lief. Hospital trains are now coming in 
laden with the injured, who are taken 
to hospitals lor treatment. Lisbon itself 
is recovering front the panic, which on 
Friday was extreme. The inhabitants 
then were terror-stricken, chiefly by fear 
of fires, which broke out in many places, 
but t lie fire brigades, which in some 
cases were personally directed by the 
King and the Duke of Oporto before they 
departed for the more severely stricken 
districts, vnrk<*l successfully. The troops 
were called out ajtd patrolled the streets 
ready to succor victims in case of a 
second shook.

In the Ripatijo district, lie tween Sa n - 
tarent and LisLut, ln>th bank* of the 
Tugas River are much damaged, and the 
river is inundating San tarent, where the 
Church of Situ Salvador is so damaged 
a* to render g* demolition necessary. 
Shocks were felt at Santa rent at mid­
night and at 2.57 a. in.

The foree of the earthquake as 
registered at the Ebro Observatory at 
Torso. Spain, was the greatest ever re­
corded there. The actual movement of 
the earth lasted five hours and forty- 
nine minutes.

70.000 DEAD AT MESSINA.
Messina, April 25.—An official esti­

mate places the numlier of bodies of the 
earthquake victims recovered at 25.000, 
and of those still in the ruins at 45,000. 
Both figures are the minimum.
