The wisdom of the Land League
frowtied down and denounced the enthu-
slasts, and the Land League went on in

creaging every day in nombers as in
moral force. Meanwhile a profligate
landlord, Mountmorres, whose chief aim
it has been well established was to satisfy
his lustful apetite. was sbot: but his
shooting was no more attributable to the
Land League, than was the shooting of
MacFarlane by .policeman  Malone.
Some injured husband or indignant
brother, gave the old libertine his
| deserts. Captain Boycott who was an ob-
noxious land agent was- beseiged.-- No
one would work for him,' bay from him,
gell to him— have anything at all to do
with him. He was left beautifully alone,
—and had to go. His fate overtook
several other skin flints like him, and the
‘word Boycotling has passed into litera:
ture as a new verb, the meaning of which
no other word can expiess—and {t will
probably find a place in the next edition:
Juries it is said will
not convict such prisoners.as are
arraigned for holding the views of the
League, and somedv say thatthe fear of
being Boycotted is sogreatthat an oath
upon an Irish juryman now is no ~ more
binding thana flax band would be to the
flames. But those who write this
statement view the question from the
landlord's ground : they do not consider
that most of these Irish jurymen ‘believe
the Land Leagues principles to be just
and right ; that therefore thosearraigned
holding the principles of the League are
guilty of nothing - wromg. We notice
that a learned Irish Judge. has hinted to
the Government to abolish ‘trial by .jury

tion. No doubt this judge weuld submit
their cases to the bench, perhaps to the
Courtmartial. Would not Chief Justice
May for example be a just wnd merciful
jndge for a Land Leaguer to stand before!
Howevgr, Ireland now is swarming with
soldiers and police, and several Land
League meetings have lately been sup-
pressed. - Every day tells of hundreds
of others joining the League, as every
day brings tidiugs of the arrival of more

“| troops. Old and dismantled Irish forts,

bave been once morv fitted up, and the
old people say, it looks just like their fore
fathers said it was in ’98. ' The most
silly ramors are cabled every day across
the Irish sea, and thence all round the
world. If the peasants only kindle &
bonfire, the news reach us . that sigoai
fires have been kindled from peak to
peak all along the coast, and if an
Amwerican schooner land upon the . coast,
it is darkly hinted that wrms are being
scattered, aod that the people meet
mghtly and drill. Nothing can be more
absurd, and save among a few, who like
the few of every place, have no minds
of their own and are ready for anything,
there is no disposition towards armed
resistance to the powers. What Parnell
and his allies seek is a change in the
hateful land laws cf the [sland, which
have made Ireland poor, - backward and
rebellions. It is not so much against
Euglish rale they cry, though in Ireland
that is bad enough, but -against the im-
wmediate yoke of the landlord. The

1le rents it orizinally at fair
value, hut after he has made it what it
is,——as his lease expires, alonz comes
the agent, “You have a heautiful furm;
vou donot pay half rent. 1 will ‘double
the reat next term’”” It is-in vain: tha
tenant plends, and puints to - what the
pluce was when he took it—in vain he

‘points to the cozy house; where he spent

80 many ‘pounds wrung with sweat from
the stubborn soil, He must pay the
figures or go.  Thus the wretched .
tenant bas nothing to hope for; no gaol
for which to stnive.  He, works each
day from morn till night, but outside
the labor requisite 10 raising his crops,

'ull he does- may be.for the lsadiord. The

cozy porch may next year be anothers,
the trim garden may fall into other
bands: for even though his lense may
not be near the expiry, a bad season
may come, see his crops blasted, see
nothing leftto pay his rent.  Then his
first change may be the ditch; and it is
no uncommon thing, of » cold autumn
night for the peasant and his tender hittle
family and often a delicate wife, to be
turned out of the house the scene of
long and Vonest toil, with nothing but
the-rez of clothes that cover them.

Buthow
disgusting is it 1o tske up newspapers
edited by men who have never giventhe
Irish question au hours thought  who
have nevér read a page of Irish history,
who know nothing of the relation of
landlord and tenant, denounce the life
struggle of an oppressed people, and say
they do not know what they want. But
how much baseris it for the papar to
publish such a libel, whose owner has
been givon public place by the sons or
the brothers or the descendants ‘of the
men engaged in this struggle.  Snch
paper have we on the Miramichi, and
such an ingrate too ! :

TRE AFGHAN WAR.

Since the last year the war in
Afghanistan has been waxing ‘and
waning. The begiuning of the new
year General Robert: punished’ the
murderers of Major Cavagnari; Marc.
saw the jnsurgents come in and lay down
their arms; but April saw  them - revolt
again. In May the Afghans were
defeated at Jellalabad—and throush
British influence  July saw Abdar-
rahman made Ameer. ~But the new
Ameer had scarce begun to rule when
the news was told that General Burrows "
force beyond Candabar had  been ex-.
tinguished by the.savage mountineers of
Ayoub Khan. . General Primrose then
went into the Citadel, and here he was
hemmed in scarce of provisions. and a
small force agaiust the enemy.  Early
in September General Rdberts, the' one
armed veteran arrived after 21 days of
forced marches.  His guns thundered
about the Afghans ears, scattering Lthem
in confusion—and - Primrose’s men
answered from within with joyous cheers.
A month later General Roberts cams
up with Ayoub Khan, a pitched batile
was fought, the Afghans were routed,
and Candsbar recaptured. I'bis closed
the war for a time: but the fires ouly
smoulder. Englands  foothold in
Afghunistan is s ippery awd insecure,
Her policy there has not been sufficiently
firm handed; the Afghans look upen the
English us invaders, and nothing but
fear will ever eusure order and-obedience,
England bas been worsted 1any times
on the fiosty hille; 1842 saw the blood
of her army shed upon the snows of the
Kbyber pass.
