The developments of the last few days
clearly point to the danger entailed upon

the country by the adoption of Sir Chas. | .

Tupper's view that “ the smaller the se-
curity the better.” The profits of the
Syndicate, as we havaseen; will be at the
least calculation $50,000,000. The secu-
vity for the completion and working of
the road is $1,000,000. The reason as-
signed for the more than favorable terms
given to the Syndicate—for the exemp-
tion from taxation, the complete monop-
oly of traffic, and all the rest of it—was
that for many years the road would ne-
cessarily be run at a heavy loss. Let us
see, then, how the case will stand when
the road is built and the lands disposed
of. The Government, by restricting the
deposit to $1,000,000, and by permitting
the Syndicate to sell to speculators in-
stead of compelling them to sell to set-
tlers at $1.- per acre—as Mr. Mackenzie
proposed to do— virtually puis a premium
of $49,000,000 upon the refusal of the
Syndicate to fulfil their contract. By
throwing the road on the hands of the
country they have that amount of assured
profit. By stickiny to their bargain they
have the prospect of sinking it all by de-
grees in working a poorly built road
through an unimproved territory held by
non-resident speculators. The Syndicate
may think that it would show extraordi-
nary virtue if it were able to withstand
the temptation of paying the forfeit,
pocketing the easily won profit, and leav-
ing the road on the hands of the Govern-
ment. And should this be. the result,
the general verdict will be that it was
just what might have been expected.

The Government, in arranging the terms
of the bargain, did so in defiance of the
lessons of experience and of common

commercial prudence.— Toronio Globe.
