Hon. Mr. Mitchell in Delivering 

the Budget Speech

GIVES A CLEAR AND CONCISE EXPO­
SITION OF PROVINCIAL 

FINANCES.

The Opposition Leader Moves Another 
Amendment.

House in Supply.

In moving the legislature into supply, 
Thursday afternoon, Hon. Mr. Mitchell, 
provincial secretary, said that he felt on 
the present occasion that he could con­
gratulate the house and the country on 
the prosperous condition of affairs gener­
ally. The past year had been a fairly 
prosperous one. The farmers had good 
crops, and hundreds of people were re­
turning to this province from countries 
\-£tp. {want and destitution prevailed, 
,-^^lied that after all there were many 
worse countries in the world than New 
Brunswick. (Applause.) Of course, Can­
ada had felt to some extent the wide com­
mercial depression, but the people of this 
province should be happy in the know­
ledge that hunger and famine were un­
known here, and every man who desired 
to 'work could secure it at good, fair 
wages. It was usual to accuse the gov­
ernment when the times were hard. He 
hoped at the present time when our peo­
ple were so comfortably and so favorably 
situated there would be a disposition to 
give due

Credit to the Government.

Turning to the matter more immediately 
before the house, he thought the hon. 
members should be very well satisfied 
with the manner in which the depart­
mental reports had been brought down. 
At no time since he had been a member 
had they been brought down so promptly. 
The financial state of the province was a 
matter upon which hon. gentlemen op­
posite had already delivered themselves. 
One hon. member thought the debt had 
increased during the year $20,000 ; another 
$15,000, and another had even figured it 
up to $30,000. That the debt had been 
increased was undoubtedly true. The 
bonded indebtedness at the close of 1892 
was $2,583,500 ; at the end of 1893 it was 
$2,027,000, making an increase of $43,500, 
this increase was made up of $35,000 
bonds issued on account of the Woodstock 
bridge and $8,000 on the Tobique valley 
railway bonds. The net indebtedness at 
the end of 1892 was $2,108,228.76 ; at the 
end of 1893 it was $2,183,563.43, an in­
crease of $15,334.06, which result was 
reached by charging to the account the 
bonds just referred to.

There had been placed in the sinking 
fund to the credit of the account for the 

Redemption of Bonds

issued for the horse importation $4,000 ; 
and there had also heen placed in the 
sinking fund for the redemption of bonds 
for the construction of bridges under 54th 
Vic., chap. 3, the sum of $12,399,14. This 
sinking fund did not merely have exist­
ence upon paper. The fund was repre­
sented by 4 per cent, bonds of the pro­
vince, which the government had pur­
chased, and which they held for the re- 
demtion of tliege-Atttentures when they 
fell line. If would be found that the end 
of 1892 there was a total indebtedness 
other than bonded of $146,016.79, while 
at the end of 1893 the amount was $125,- 
296.58, showing a reduction in the year of 
$20,730.21, which was quite a contrast to 
the dismal forbodings of certain opposition 
members. Turning to the current revenue 
account, it would be seén that the total 
receipts for the year were $730,877,49, 
while the estimated receipts were only 
$693,769.68. This increase was chiefly 
owing to the estimate upon sales of tim­
ber berths being largely exceeded.

The receipts estimated from territorial 
revenue were $170,000, whereas the actual 
receipts were $209,018.75. The govern­
ment were certainly agreeably surprised 
at the result of the land sales which 
amounted to $89,830, while the receipts 
from stumpage came to $105,739.59 The 
estimated expenditures last year were 
$667,404.98. The actual expenditures 
were $711,673 ; the surplus on current 
revenue account

Would be $19,204.49.
The hon. members would observe that in 
the public works depaitment there was a 
large over expenditure, amounting to $33,- 
278.23. Had the outlay of that depart­
ment been kept within the estimate 
there would have been a surplus on the 
year’s operations of $52,482.72. Many 
additional bridges had been demanded, 
and the counties would have the benefit 
of them. Had they not been constructed 
last year they would have had to be con­
structed this year, and he thought there 
were very few members who would say 
that too much money had been expended 
in this regard.

T’nder the head of administration of 
justice the expenditure had exceeded the 
estimate by $2,448.99. This had been 
caused by an increase in jury fees of $1,500, 
and in counsel fees in important criminal 
cases in Westmorland and St. John.

The Wei ton. and Stevens cases were 
very importantvr«ul very intricate, and 
the government haikjelt tint counsel 
should be employed outside of the clerk 
of the court, who usually attended to the 
criminal business in the county court. In 
the Stevens case a certain amount of 
political feeling

Had been Raised,
anc^the attorney general and solicitor 
general felt that in the public interest of 
justice and of good feeling, it would be 
better for them to take no part.

There had been a large increase in jury 
fees in the “ Buck ” case and the expenses 
at the examination had been large. Such 
expenditures were not unprecedented. It 
is not a great many years ago that $1,820 
was paid for criminal fees in a case in 
Westmorland and in the following year in 
the same case $2,267 was paid.

Um^ the head of agriculture the gov­
ernment had expended last year $21," 
799.34. Of this amount $7,932.67 had 
been paid to agricultural societies, $3,- 
050 as bonuses to factoi ies, and to local 
dairying associations and traveling dair­
ies $2,837.04. Mr. Mitchell then spoke at 
length in answer to thé statement which 
he said had been made by members of 
the opposition that the government had 
done little for the cause of agriculture, 
and that all the credit was due the domin­
ion government for the development of 
the dairy industry. He pointed out that 
over 20 years ago the province of On­
tario had initiated the present policy of 
stimulating the dairy industry. The 
dominion government were now follow­
ing the example of that great province. 
Their experimental farms were doing a 
grand work for the farmers. They had 
aided the farmers in this province some­
what, though not nearly to the extent 
that they had aided Prince Edward Island.

Due credit should be given them for 
the work they had done here, and es­
pecially to Prof. Robertson, who had

No Superior In America
in this line of work. But the work done 
by the dominion authorities was only a 
small part of what had been effected in 
New Brunswick the last few years. The 
present local government had done more 
for the farmers than any previous admin­
istration, and their efforts were recognized 
and appreciated by the great mass of the 
farming population. Critics on the floor 
of the house might declaim against the 
government, but nine uut of every ten of 
the intelligent farmers of the province, 
were willing and ready to say that the 
government had done good work on them.

In the spring of 1892, the government 
had sent out four lecturers into localities 
where there seemed to be a fair prospect 
of establishing creameries or cheese factor­
ies, instructing them at the same time to 
impress upon the people the necessity of 
raising proper fodder for their cattle dur­
ing the winter months or during the sea­
sons when the pasturage was affected by 
the drought. A number of local dairy 
associations were established in various 
sections of the province and a large quan­
tity of seed corn was distributed. The 
result had been that in the past year a 
much larger acreage than ever before had 
been devoted to the raising of corn for en­
silage and green fodder. The government 
had also employed three gentlemen to go 
through the province with portable dair­
ies. Many meetings were held

And Great Interest Manifested 
and the result was that 22 factories, 17 of 
which were cheese factories and the rest 
creameries, had been established. In 
these factories there were manufactured 
last year 71,541 pounds of butter and 
590,889 pounds of cheese. If any further 
evidence were needed of the beneficial 
effects of the government’s policy, it 
would be found in the recent meetings of 
the provincial dairymen’s association. 
The growth of that institution in itself 
was an object lesson. At its first meeting 
a few years ago, less than a score of mem­
bers attended. At the last two meetings 
about 200 of the most intelligent and pro­
gressive farmers of the province had at­
tended, and it was difficult to find a room 
large enough to hold them. The member 
for York (Pitts) the other day had sneered 
at the men who composed these gather­
ings, and said there were no men among 
them competent to address themselves to 
the subject of dairying. He (Mitchell) 
had been present at the last annual meet­
ing, and he had never in his life seen a 
more intelligent and business-like gather­
ing. (Applause.) Almost every county in 
the province was represented, some very 
largely so, and the most pleasing feature 
was the number in attendance from the 
the Acadian districts. The representa­
tives from Kent were the

Proudest Men in the Building,
pointing as they did to the fact that in 
the great Chicago exhibition their little 
factory at St. Louis had taken the first 
prize. In connection with this enterprise 
the secretary for agriculture had shown 
his usual energy and devotion. He was 
a man well advanced in years and had 
been affected with much suffering, and 
the hon. member from York should be 
ashamed at the scurrilous language he 
had used towards him the other day.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell then referred to the 
importation of horses in 1887 and of fillies 
in 1888 and sheep in 1889, and said the 
beneficial results of this policy could be 
seen throughout the province to-day.
Two years ago the government had also 
made a large importation of pure bred
cattle and another importation of sheep, , ,, ,
whichjxad W^ast benefit.- He.waa Penditure had been made from the

sfied that the agriculturists of the 
province would freely accord to the gov­
ernment the credit of having done more 
for their interests than had ever been 
done by any previous administration. 
(Applause.) Taking up the item of con­
tingencies Mr. Mitchell said the outlay 
last year was somewhat less than for the 
year before. As respect to this item as 
the years rolled round an increase 

Was to be Expected. 
Telephones, typewriters, electric lights, 
etc., naturally added to the expense, 
while at the same time they added to the 
efficiency of the public service. For the 
Bathurst investigation there had been 
paid the sum of $1,377.94, and there are 
other amounts not yet paid. For the 
Boys’ Industrial Home $2,500 had been 
paid. Great credit was due to Lady Til­
ley for the energy and devotion with 
which she had labored to perfect this 
work. Eight boys had been sent to the 
institution, of whom, however, two had 
escaped. The school was rather costly, 
but he felt that the house could not but 
recognize its necessity.

The expenditure for education had 
been $181,072.32, as compared with $173, 
418.13 last year. The amount expended 
had largely exceeded the estimate, and he 
was glad to know that it had. It showed 
that the matter of education was receiv­
ing larger attention at the hands of the 
people. A larger number of teachers 
were employed, and the report of the sup­
erintendant showed that teachers of high­
er grades were being employed. The 
grammar schools and superior schools, 
however, were not doing the work that 
should be done. Secondary education in 
this province was not in as satisfactory a 
condition as in many of the other prov­
inces. He would call the attention of the 
house to the fact that New Brunswick 
was paying a larger amount per capita of 
population towards the support of the 
schools

Than Any Other Province.
While this province paid sixty cents 

per head, Nova Scotia paid forty-eight 
cents and Ontario twenty cents, all the 
other expenses in the case of the latter 
province, being borne by direct taxation. 
A new departure had been made last year 
in regard to the examination of appli­
cants for admission to the Normal School. 
Candidates were not now obliged to go to 
the expense of coming to Fredericton for 
this examination. The results had been 
very satisfactory. The expense was con­
siderable, but was partly met by the fee of 
one dollar a Lead paid by the applicants. 
The expenditures upon the executive gov­
ernment last year, had been $26,275.49, as 
against $26,036 the previous year. The 
increase was in part accounted for by the 
salary of the deputy receiver general hav­
ing been raised, and also the employment 
of a stenographer. The fact was patent 
that the work done in the different ‘de­
partments was constantly increasing and 
the number of officials was too small. 
The clerks in many cases were overworked 
and their salaries were small when com­
pared with what was paid for the same 
class of work in other provinces. Touch­
ing the item

Of Game Protection,
Mr. Mitchell said that last year some 

hon. members had expressed their fears 
because a grant of $2,000 was asked for. 
It would be seen, however, that only $390 
had been expended.

Dr. Stockton — You only estimated $250.
Hon. Mr. Mitchell — That estimate was 

made before the act was passed.
He felt that the subject of game protec­

tion was one which earnestly demanded 
attention. The interest on bonded debt, 
not otherwise provided for, had reached 
the sum of $113,385.70. of which $3,134.45 
represented interest on over drafts caused 
by over expenditure of the board of works 
and partly owing to the fact that the gov­
ernment had held their bonds for a favor­
able time in which to sell. The expendi­

ture upon legislature had been $19,875.20, 
and was about the same from vear to year. 
The showing upon the item of lunatic 
asylum was better than it had been in 
previous years. The government had 
commenced last year with a balance 
against the institution of $3,304.12. The 
grant had been the same as for 1892. The 
total number of patients during the year 
had been 591, as against 569 in 1892, and 
the daily average was 4771 as compaied 
with 458. The average cost per patient 

Showed a Steady Decrease 
since 1890 and now amounted to only 
$97.30. He was satisfied if the hon. 
members who were wont to criticise that 
institution would only visit it, they would 
form an entirely different opinion. He 
had visited it many times and had always 
found it in the best of order. If any 
leaks existed he had been entirely unable 
to find them. Vague rumors had reached 
his ears of jobbery in connection with 
the supplies, but he had looked into the 
matter and had found the parties re­
ferred to willing to make a statement 
under oath at any time. If there were 
any leaks there must be a great many in 
simitar institutions elsewhere, for the fact 
could not be denied that the cost of 
maintaining our lunatic asylum was less 
than that of maintaining any first class 
institution of the kind in America.

Upon public health there had been ex­
pended last year only $1,332.10, as com­
pared with $2.167.91 in 1892. The saving 
was due to the absence of small pox or 
other contagious disease. It was to be 
regretted that there was an increase in the 
public printing. His experience was that 
printers and publishers were the most 
troublesome class of people he had ever 
had to deal with. They were never satis­
fied that they were paid enough. As ex­
plaining the increase from $12,492.09 to 
$14,002.72 Le would mention that the 
school manual had been reprinted and 
the judicature act had to be printed at a 
cost of upwards of $500.

As hop. members knew the scale of 
Prices Paid for Printing

had been settled years ago and the matter 
was entirely within the province of the 
auditor general. Another item of in­
crease was the crown land hand book and 
the advertising of the timber lands ; also 
the catalogue of the legislative library. 
Some years ago the government had 
hoped to make a material reduction in 
the cost of public printing, and had passed 
an act authorizing them when they chose 
to take over the Royal Gazette. The 
queen’s printer, however, was a gentleman 
well advanced in years, and the govern­
ment had felt that it would be an unkind 
act to displace him. They had tried to 
make an arrangement with him by 
which the printing might be taken 
in charge by one of the departments, 
but had not been able to accomplish 
it. Complaints were being made that 
not enough money was being expended 
for public works. He had no doubt that 
if the chief commissioner had the entire 
revenue of the province distributed this 
cry would still be heard. The expendi­
ture last year had been $225,428.23, while 
the estimate had been $190,150 ; of this 
amount interest on bonds came to $9,780, 
and sinking fund to $4,500, making a 
total of $14,280. Some of the newspapers 
had claimed that only $52,000 had been 
expended on by-roads this year. Thé 
amount really expended was $69,974.04. 
The press had

from not being aware that part of the ex-
______ pro-

vinciafsecretary's office -before it was as­
sumed by the board of works. While the 
government had been severely criticised 
for unloading various burdens on the 
municipalities, they could justly claim 
that the municipalities did some unload­
ing upon thdïn. They had all the means 
to enforce the statute labor law, and yet 
did not enforce it. It was almost a dead 
letter throughout the province. In his 
own county, for instance, not a day’s sta­
tute labor was done in the course of the 
year, nor a cent of road tax paid. If the 
councillors attend to their own proper 
duties faithfully they would have less 
time and occasion to find fault with the 
government. If the law was attended to 
there would not be every year these over 
expenditures of the board of works. Pas­
sing on Mr. Mitchell said that the col­
lection of stumpage had cost $9,650, instead 
of 9,000, which was owing to the lumber 
cut being larger than was expected. The 
item of unforseen expenses has exceeded 
the estimate owing to the lamented death 
of Governor Boyd. Turning to the esti­
mated receipts for the current year, the 
amount received from the dominion gov­
ernment was the same as usual, $483,- 
569.68, for territorial revenue, $125,000 
was expected, a falling off was looked for 
owing to the unfavorable winter for lum­
ber operations.

Dealing With the Estimated Expendi­
tures

for the year, Mr. Mitchell said that he 
estimated $14,008 for administration of 
justice ; for agriculture, $17,650. This year 
there would not be placed in the sinking 
fund the $4,000 which had been deposited 
from year to year, as there was still three 
years in which to bring the amount up to 
$20,000. For the auditor general the 
amount would be, of course, as usual ; for 
Boys’ Industrial Home the estimate was 
$1,500, over and above the receipts from 
the different parishes ; for contingencies ■ 
$12,000 was estimated ; for deaf and dumb 
institution, towards payment of erections, 
$1,000 ; the amount asked for education 
was $181,744.48, which had been carefully 
computed by the superintendent ; for ex­
ecutive government $27,600 was asked for, 
an increase of $1,500, owing to a special 
engineer b. ing required in the public 
works department for the construction of 
steel bridges.

Mr. Phinney—Is he an additional en­
gineer, or does he take the place of the 
other one ?

Hon. Mr. Mitchell—He is an additional 
officer. For fishery protection and for free 
grants the amount was the same as last 
year. For the protection of game $750 
would be asked, and even if this was ex­
ceeded it would be in the public interest. 
There was no reason why New Brunswick 
should not reap a share of the harvest 
that was being harvested by the State of 
Maine in this respect. The estimate for 
interest on bonded debt, not otherwise 
provided for, was $114,500 ; the whole 
amount of interest now paid was nearly 
equal to one-fifth of the total revenue, 
which was certainly a matter for regret.

Dr. Alward —You must call a halt.
Hon. Mr. Mitchell — The hon. member 

cries that there must be a halt or we are 
undone, but before we halt he wants 
$500j000 for grain elevators and wharves 
in the city of St. John. (Laughter). The 
cost of legislation the government placed 
at $19,795, lunatic asylum, $45,000 ; min­
ing, $1,000, natural history society, $125; 
public health, $2,100 ; public hospitals, 
$4,400 ; for public printing, 11,000, which 
he hoped would be kept within the esti­
mate; for public works, $192,150, the 
same as last year; refunds from crown 
lands, $200 ; surveys and railway inspec­
tion, $2,500. This last item was quite 
largely increased, but the surveyor general

would explain to the house the absolute 
necessity that existed of having extensive 
surveys made in parts of the province 
which had been taken up by purchasers 
at the recent sales. For stumpage collec­
tion $8,000 was called for, somewhat less 
than for 1893. Unforseen expenses were 
placed at $2,000, the total estimated ex­
penditures were thus $666,222.48, and the 
total income was placed at $650,089.68, 
making an estimated deficit of $16,152.80. 
It was certainly a matter of regret that 
the government had to face this probable 
deficiency, though it was by no means 
the first time that such a contingency had 
arisen in the history of this province.

The government looked forward with 
hope to the future. They felt confident 
that in the coming year there would be a 
largely increased lumber cut.

If the American duty was taken off 
lumber a great impetus would certainly 
be given to the trade, and there were not 
wanting indications that an improvement 
was to be looked for in the European 
market. If these anticipations were real­
ized the government would be able grad­
ually to wipe out the deficit. The gov­
ernment had in their hands the power 
to increase the present rate of stumpage 
at a rate commensurate with the increased 
value of the lumber. There was in this 
province today a spirit of hopefulness 
manifested and the government shared 
in that spirit. They were no advocates 
of blue ruin. The people of this province 
are a self-reliant people. They have faith 
in their country and in themselves, and I 
feel confident that they will have faith in 
the present government as long as we 
manage the affairs of this province as 
judiciously as we have done in the past.

Mr. Powell followed the provincial sec­
retary, repeating his criticisms of last ses­
sion. He claimed that a great saving 
could be made in the expenditure, but 
failed to point out an instance where re­
ductions could be made except in the 
matter of printing.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson

said he must congratulate the hon. mem­
ber for Westmorland (Powell) on being 
regularly installed as finance minister of 
the opposition. He was pleased person­
ally to know that the hon. member for 
the noble county had wrested from York 
the coveted honjr of provincial secretary 
in the administration that was to attain 
to power in the dim distant future. It 
was the easiest possible thing to criticise, 
and the hon. mendier enjoyed a most 
fluent use of words, but words would not 
build roads and bridges. When the prov­
ince was taken into the confederation, the 
fathers of that scheme never contem­
plated the expenditures which the prov­
ince would be obliged to assume in 
connection with railways. Surely the 
country was to be congratulated upon the 
fact that, notwithstanding all this, the 
finances of the province were in a healthy 
condition. It was true a large debt ex­
isted ; but the only question that would 
concern the people was, had that debt 
been properly created? Was there a 
member of the house who would favor 
the abolition of our railway system if 
thereby the debt could be abolished ? 
The hon. member was simply indulging 
in humbug and sending his sombre ob­
servations afloat in the hope that the gov­
ernment might be prejudiced. He had 
not been candid enough to give the gov­
ernment credit for the fact that the debt 
of the province, outside of the bonded 
debt, had been decreased during the year 
by $20,000, or a little over 15 per cent of 
the total amount. He wished also to in­
form them that in that statement of debt 
there was included the overdraft of the 
public works department of $19,703-19 ; 
the unanticipated expenditures amount­
ing to $16,433.04, as well as the $16,800 
overexpenditure in the public works de-, 
partment in 1892. Had not these con­
tingencies had to be met, the debt outside 
of the bonded debt of the province would 
have been only $73,589.20. In the county 
of Kent, for instance, the expenditures 
in 1893 had heen abnormal and almost 
unprecedented.

Dr. Stockton — You succeeded in the 
case of the Moncton bridge in being 
economical.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson said there had 
been no outlay upon that bridge this 
year. That bridge was a cheap one, but 
it was one of the finest structures in the 
maritime provinces. The hon. member 
had referred to the Woodstock bridge as a 
matter of current expenditure, forgetting 
entirely that there was an act passed by 
this legislature authorizing the construc­
tion of that work from the proceeds of 
bonds. Touching the matter of statute 
labor, every member of the house knew 
that in almost every district in this prov­
ince the municipal authorities had failed 
to comply with the law. But for this 
neglect the burdens upon the department 
of public works would be comparatively 
light. The fact was that the number of 
roads had increased very largely in the 
province of late years, especially since 
railways became general. A greater 
amount was now expended upon bridges 
on so called by-roads than ever before out 
of the general funds of the department. 
Referring to the remarks of Dr. Alward in 
in the opening debate, Mr. Emmerson 
denied that he had referred to Hon. Mr. 
Blairas the Rip Van Winkle of provincial 
politics. He (Emmerson) stood where he 
had always stood on the question of 
woman’s suffrage, and if he should not 
stay in the government because of that 
fact, what was to be said of the hon. 
member of Kent (Phinney) who was a 
member of the opposition and yet op­
posed to woman’s suffrage. Mr. Emmer­
son closed with a rattling attack on Dj. 
Alward who had charged him with in-3 
consistency on the woman suffrage ques­
tion. The chief commissioner pointed 
out A1 ward’s conversion to tory ism, and 
asked if he (Alward) was the man to 
charge anybody with inconsistency. “ I 
have neither changed my politics nor my 
religion ” — [ Dr. Alward was once a Bap­
tist and is now an Episcopalian]—said the 
chief commissioner, “ and you don’t dye 
your hair,” interjected Mr. Tweedie. The 
house thoroughly enjoyed the learned 
doctor’s discomfiture.

Mr. Russell said that the money ex­
pended by the government to induce the 
farmers to adopt new methods had been 
well expended. The efforts of the govern­
ment had inspired confidence in the farm­
ers. They felt that their interests were 
being better looked after than ever before. 
Every New Brunswicker should be proud 
of the rapid strides our farming popula­
tion were now making as a result of the 
government’s fostering hand. He de­
scribed the great good that had come from 
meetings held in the county of Charlotte. 
The hon. member from Westmorland 
knew a great deal about law, but he knew 
just as little about farming as if he had 
never seen a farm. Mr. Russell described 
the beneficial results that had followed 
the various importations of horses and 
cattle, particularly the Holsteins, which 
he said had supplied a long-felt want in 
enabling the farmers to produce a good 
quality of beef.

Mr. Finder, in the course of a rambling 
speech, intimated that in many instances 
a great deal of money supposed to be spent 
on the roads was never spent.

Hon. Mr. Blair—No doubt you could 
give evidence of that fact. (Laughter).

Hon. Mr. Emmerson—Perhaps you are 
going to make a confession. (Laughter).

Mr. Finder—The' importation of stôck

was not at all successful, and while some 
of the horses had been properly disposed 
of, others had been dickered about among 
friends of the attorney general.

Hon. Mr. Blair—Do you know what 
you are talking about? What friends of 
mine were given any advantage in regard 
to the distribution of the horses ?

Mr. Finder—You know that some of 
them went to friends of yours.

A full 
statement of the expenses in connexion 
with the cost of the horses, was laid be­
fore the house at the session immediately 
following the importation.

Mr. Howe rehearsed his old chestnut 
about the horse importation, and Dr. 
Stockton, after a long speech, moved the 
following amendment :

“ That in the opinion of this house it is 
desirable to amend 56 Victoria, chapter 4, 
intitled, An act further relating to the 
Provincial Lunatic Asylum and its man­
agement, so that the municipalities, of the 
province may be entirely relieved from 
the taxation thereby imposed.”

Mr. Killam resumed the debate Thurs­
day afternoon, speaking warmly and well 
in defence of the government, and es­
pecially commending their development 
of the dairy industry.

Mr. Smith of St. John, followed, then 
Mr. Flewelling and Mr. McLeod.

At this stage Dr. Stockton’s amend­
ment was voted down.

Mr. Pitts occupied the larger part of 
Thursday afternoon and evening. Mr. 
Wells followed, and the Attorney General 
in a two hour’s address wiped the floor 
with opposition arguments. We will pub­
lish his speech in full later.

Mr, Phinney followed Mr. Blair, moving 
the following amendment :

That in the opinion of the house, in the 
administration of provincial affairs it is 
desirable that the public expenditure 
should be kept within the income.

The speaker ruled the motion out of 
order, as only one amendment is per­
mitted to the motion to go into supply.

The debate on the main question was 
continued by Mr. Tweedie and Mr. La- 
Billois, and at 1.30 a. m. yesterday the 
House went into supply, passing several 
items, and adjourning at 2.30 a. m. until 
Tuesday afternoon.

Dubous said he would be contented to do so 
if it were not for the money she had stolen 
from him. If he had that Mrs. Dubous and 
her cousin could live together or do what 
they liked. He had not heard anything of 
Mrs. Dubous in the city, and was inclined 
to think she had gone to Halifax.
