A design of the Parliament
Buildings and the University is work-
ed out in wheat sheaves.

In the centre is a protruding stand

1 which is placed many produets of
the soil.  An assortment of preserved
wild fruits include blueberries, black-
berries, cranberries, chokeberrie
strawberry and other fruits ad in-
finitum. There is bread of Rifchie’s
patent, thubarb and butter and flour
of all kinds manufactured by the
Campbell Ottewell Co. In the
centre of the middle stand is a panoi-
ymie view of the two cities on both
banks of the river.

Beyond the centre there is an ar-
rangement similar to what has been
deseribed: - Grains of all deseriptions
are shown, fall and spring wheat, six
variclic8 - qf oats, natural and culti-
vated prasses of all kinds.

Ail
the green exhibits show a remarkable
growth and freshness.

Ponoka’s Proud Display.
~One paragraph will. hardly do jus-
tice to the Ponoka display. A tank
containing pickerel from the Chain
Lakes and a large Albino moose head
gives a hint to the game in the = dis-
trict. There is a. profusion of wild
grasses and growing grains which
speak of great soil fertility, and
bridles and mocecasing made by the
Indians testify to the energy and re-
sourcefulness of all the people in the
district. A ecross section of a spruce
tree fully three feet in diameter shows
a remarkable growth of timber, and
“oxcelsior” made from the Balm of
Gilecad foretell of a developing in-
dustry. .
Stettler’s Exhibit,

E. J. Raemer, of Stettler, is show-
ing and telling the visitors all about
the Stettler distriet. .

J. G. Vosburgh deljghts
in. showing a sample of the famous
Atherta® red whedt “fifty - inches high
and fully headed, Excellent ex-
amnlas, of red cloygt dnd - alialia aed
interestitfg features. This “affords a
field c¢® operations’ for the busy bec
in the manafactaring- of clear, deli-
cious honoy. An exhibition is also
made of the “Farm ecrops” cup won
by the-district at the recent provin-
cial “seed Tfair. This' exhibit has
splendid regularity, and completeness
and is awarded the first prize.

Vermilion’s Display.

The “bull’s eye” of the Vermilion
valley has an attractive exhibit with
a vermilion colored background. The
first burn of the new brickyard is
shown in brick of a good rich eolor.
An abundance of grains and grasses
rival anvthing in the building, as
they are replenished from time 10
time by fresh supplies over the C.N.R.
line,

Didsbury’s Novel Display.

A\ novel scheme was deviged in ar-
ranging the Didsbury exhibit. The
walls are plastered as it were with
grains of wheat, oats, barley and flax,
and the name of the distriet is
brought out on the wall in color
effcets by the color of the grains.
Being a mixed farming, manufactur-
ing and dairying centre the products
oi these wealth producers are dis-
played - as. well. as the bountiful
natural, regsources. There are samplis
of coal from five mines, butter irém
five creameries, cheese from two
cheese factories, flour from the Maple
Leaf Flonr Mills, cement blocks,
quarry stone, brick, and boxes from
the box factory. Taking the exhioit
as a criterion, the town of Didsbary
is the eentrc of an especially pros-
perous distriet.

“See Olds First.”

0Olds has one of the most artislie
exhibits in the building. The town
has its share of ecapable photo-
graphers, who have secured som~”
very realistic views of the district.
One of particular beauty is a 14-mile
view of the Red Deer river in minia-
ture. In viewing the entire exhibit
one gets a lasting impression of the
agricultural and industrial possibili-
ties of the distriet. The water power
faeilities and the varied raw materials
that the manufactures already
begun will quickly expand.

Okotoks’ Showing.

The distriet of which Okotoks is the
centre also has pretensions in the
line of manufacturing, and the ex-
hibit is calculated to impress this
fact. Building, paving and side-
walks, brick, tile, lamber and build-
ing stonc are already a product of
he town. An elevator fitted up in
glass and filled with grain, also
abundance of grains, grasses asnd
vegetables tell of the fertility of Oko-
toks soil. Tn a large glass tank full
i running water = a splendid dis-
play of mountain trout, the largest
of which weighs three pounds. Tt
second prize was awarded to this
exhibit.

Claresholm.

A very appetizing exhibit is that of
the Claresholm  distriet. Straw-
berries grown in the district and fresh
vegetables attract the eve of the visi-
tor. According to government statis-
ties this town is the sixth on the
list of grain shippers, which is say-
ing considerable for an Alberta com-
munity. Thke town has all the natuar-
al resources characteristic of South-
ern Alberta,

Red Deer.

As if the exhibit of this district
were not enough. to keep one guessing
as to the limit of its fertility, there
is a contest going on as to the weight
of a huge block of coal, which is 1o
be the prize of the best reeckoner.
Coal, Lumber, brick and sand stone
are specialized . as industrial products
of the distriet. A growing apple
tree is shown iust as it was taken
from a nursery of 1,600 tree of the
same kind. It is a Wealthy and
looks fresh and thrifty. Two sileut
salesmen in the front of fihe exhibit
show ecucumber, rhubarb, butter,
cheese, ete., produced in Red Deer.
The cup won by the Burnt Lakc
cheese factory for the best creamery
output is also on view. The most
novel feature is a large revolving
wheel, to which are attached 90 dif-
ferent kinds of grasses. This ¢x-
hibit is well deserving - of fourth
place. ¢

High River has hit upon the plun
of giving a wvivid idea of the crop
statisties of the district by arranging
a series of sacks of grain one below
the other in ever increasing size. The
development in four years, from 1904
to 1907 inclusive, is thus shown to he
marvellous. In 1900 there was
some 500 aecres of wheat under crop,
and in 1937 a total of 50,000. *“Co:al
abounds in' almost unlimited quanti-
ties,” says T. F. McCarthy, and manu-
facturers are assured of a splendid
field of operations here.” From
above, bags of High River wheat,
which show excellent quality, are
suspended.

Nanton,

J. F. Loree, in charge of the Nanton
exhibit, shows just what the country
surrounding that town can produce.
The best oats inspected at Calgary last
year came from Nanton, and a sam-
ple is on display that goes 48 1lbs, to
the bushel~ In 1907, there were séme
400,000 bushels of grain shipped from
this point, and the quality of the
article was next to none. A ‘great
deal of*attention is drawn tg a glass
elevator, which is filted with grains
of the district,

Raymond.

Raymond is the tentre of a distriet
where they raise more sugar and bab-
ies than any other district in the pro-
vinee, The Mormon bishop, John F.
Anderson, says they feed the babies
on sugar, and clothe them with knit
rite underwear, whiech is made in the
towr. A unique feature of the Ray-
mond exhibit is™a reproduction of the
family gardens of the distriet, which
are said to comprise 3,000 acres. The
growth of vegetation is abundant for
this seasnon of the year, Raymond
makes a gtrong bid for the attention
of the province in agriculture and
rmanufacturing,

Medicine Hat.

Towns like human beings are olten
Lorn lucky. Sfuch a town is Medicine
Hat. The exhibit shows a large rnv‘fu
of manufactured goods, such as bri¢k
furnaces, flour and' bread and all these
are the preducts of mills operuated by
natural g Manufacturers have the
use of gas at five cents per 1,000, and
consumers at 13 cents. It is said that
$2.560 per month will light and heat
a house in the Hat. The presence of
gas has already atiracted a canning
factory, lumber mills and a confec-
tionery establishment The railroads
also use gas to generale power for
their shops, and are said to save
thereby fully $560,000 per year .

Macleod.

A palatial arch made of building
stone and brick adorns the entrance
to- the Macleod exhihit.  Or either
side -are silept salesmen which con,
tain bemeath .their transparent glass a
large variety of grain and grass sepds
in show bottles, The walls are covs
ered with red, white and blue bunting
and are decerated with little sheaves
of grains and grasses, ~Here a display
of alialfa solves the forage problem.
A number of delicious strawberries
taken from a forty-acre patch show
whit the diztrict can do.to make the
heart glad, Macleod gets off at fifth
place.

Lethbridge.

Alfalfa is the source of many en-
quiries on the part of visitors who are
desirous of knowing whether this
valuable fodder can be raised satis-
iactorily in the province. Lethbridge
;Amn-urs‘ 1o answer thiz in the affirma-
tive. The exhibit shows great bunches
of the grass, along with brome grass,
this year’s_fall wheat, strawberries,
potatoes and vegetables. Here are
samples of oats weighing 50 pounds io
the bushel. A placard on the wall
gives a survey of the facilities offered
in the district to progpective setilers

Innisfail.

This distriet exhibit in charge of
P. J. Bouchier has a large quantity
of butter made by the largest butter
ffactory in the West. A streamer pro-
elaims Innisfail the banner distriet f.i
Alberta, and the range oi products in
view seems to pretty well bear out the
statement. They have nothing but
this vear’s grasses and grains in their
decorations, and amwong these is - 2
sumple of rye #ix feet high. Raw and
cuted fur and tanned hides from the
loeal tannewy show that Innisfail h:_l:'
a great hinterland, which abounds in
game

Pincher Creek.

The Pincher Creek exhibit displays
the products of the distriet as they
may be seen on a casual visit. There
ic butber from the Pincher Creek
creamery, coal from three mines, blue
and gray sandstone, coke that h"f
been manufactured from the coal of
the distriet, iron ‘ore, raw petroleum,
orains and grasses, apple branches
in blossom and the produets of the
Pincher Creek flour mill. A limited
amount of gas has been foumd in the
locality and three outfits are at work
at the present time tapping the earth
bior a flow of petroleum,

Carstairs.

Carstairs appears to revel in the
cgeneral wealth of the soil. The town
can display wheat that goes sixty-six
bushels to the acre, Forty varieties
of grain in sheaf and in bulk &re on
show, together with forty-two native
and tame grasses, roots, beets, pota-
toes and turnips.. The homes of the
settlers are plastered with kaoline, a
clay from which the best poreelain is
made, This exists in lerge. quanti-
ties in the district, and no one ven-
tures to suggest the many uses to
which it may in time be put. The
third prize went to Cartairs.

QUEBEC BRIDGE INQUIRY.
Governmeont Has Treated Subsidy to
Bridge Company 2§ a Loss.

Ottawa, July 7—In the Quebec bridge
inquiry today Hon. W. 8. Fielding, min-
ister of finance, was ¢ ined by Mr.
Monk. He counld not, he stated, give d@ny
idea «f the present financial resources
of the Bridge Company, withont refert
ence to papers. He did not -know that
the company had any risources of - its
own except theistack subscribed, which
was a very modest amount. 1t was sug-
gested that in the event of the liquida-
tion of the company. the government
would - be obliged to pay all that had
heen advanced to the company by way
«of a loan. It would stand to lose all
that it had paid on the subsidy of $1,-
000,660. In reply the minister said that
the governméent had assnmed that
as a loss. As-for the guaranteed honds,
th government had always assumed that
it would take the responsibility.

Mr. Monk further asked whether apart
from the amounts advanced by the Bank
of Montreal to the Bridge Company on
its ‘bonds, there were any further am-
cunts which the Bridge Company owed
to the bank for which the government
was. responsible. Hon. Mr. Tielding re-
plied that the Bridge Company had run
short of mcney for its daijly expenses
and that he had urged the bank to be
liberal. e -had no special idea of as-
suming liability. If the advances came
under the guarantee the government
would be responsible; if they did not it
wouhd not be respomsible.
