That the milk suppily may have 
been responsible for some of the ty­
phoid fever cases in Edmonton is sug­
gested in the monthly" report oi>Dr. 
Whitelaw, medical health officer. Of 
the 18 cases reported in September, 
nearly all the patients were from res­
idences fully equipped with modem 
conveniences, and by a peculiar coin­
cidence the disease could hardly be 
attributed tq the dangerous house fly 
or lack of good sanitary surroudings.

Dr. Whitelaw says he has reason 
to investigate very closely the method 
of delivering milk, fearing that in 
some instances drivers cf milk wag­
ons have taken bottles from houses 
placarded for typhoid fever. He de­
clares that such violations of the law 
will be vigorously prosecuted, house­
holders not being immune from Its 
provisions.

The report of the medical health 
officer follows:—

Infectious Disease.
“During the month 79 cases of In­

fectious disease have been reported of 
Avhich 6^ cases were typhoid fever. 
This indicates that apart from typhoid 
fever the citÿ is remarkably tree from 
infectious disease.

“Of the 65 cases of typhoid fever 47 
were brought in from outside or con­
tracted the disease while absent from 
the city. The balance, 18 cases, ap­
parently contracted the disease while 
resident in the city. To account for 
these cases is a difficult matter as 
nearly all were from residences equip­
ped with modern conveniences. This 
suggests that the milk supply might 

. be responsible and there is reason to 
suspect that some of the men deliv­
ering milk hafve taken milk bottles 
from houses "placarded fee* typhoid 
fever, though written instructions re­
garding the danger of such a practice 
have been sent to the milk dealers 
some time ago. Any instances of such 
criminal carelessness which come to 
hand will have to be dealt with in a 
summary manner, and by suspension 
or cancellation of the license. House­
holders are requested to note that 
they tco are liable, as well as bread 
and milk vendors, for permitting any 
tickets, cheques, coupons or other de­
vices Used by vèndors of bread or milk 
to iSsué from their houses when-under 
quarantine. This should apply also 
to,a house,where infectious disease is 
suspected nor knowp to exist even be­
fore quarantine is established, follow7/ 
Leg the notification. to. the health der 
paftment , Any. infringment -q«£ this 
very reasonable regulation reported .0 

the department will be promptly dealt 
with iand. will; be treated as confiden­
tial : and $ the. ;c9-qperati9n of the citir 
zens ; is requested in the, interest of 
publie .health», to- limit to the greatest 
degree this^ possible factor in the 
spread of infectious rdisease.

£hiring; the month 91 vaccinations 

have been effected as well as a large 
number of certificates issued for pre­
vious vaccination.

Police and Fire Departments.
A number of examinations have 

been made for the police and fire 
departments.

For the month ending September 
30, there were 12 patients admitted 
to the Isolation Hospital, of which 
.eight had scarlet fever, two erysipelas, 
one tuberculosis and one eczema. 
Sixteen patients were discharged from 
the hospital, 11 of whom had scarlet 
fever, one tuberculosis, three erysipe­
las and one eczema. Four patients 
suffering from -scarlet fever are still 
under treatment.

“Owing to the small number < of 
patients,” says Dr. Whitelaw in his 
report, “the Opportunity to effect 
much-needed repairs has been, taken 
advantage of and in a short time 
the roof, floors and walls, all of which 
had begun to show serious defects, 
will be repaired. In addition, the 
walls are being kalsomined, which 
will add greatly -to the appearance 
and sanitary condition of the wards. 
The old boiler, which was in need of 
extensive repairs and was/ of insuffi­
cient capacity to heat tÇé building 
properly, is being replaced by a new 
boiler

“The completion of the nurses’ home 
shortly will add greatly to the effi­
ciency of the hospital and provide 
comfortable and commodious quarters 
for the nursing staff.”

Tidal Wave Sweeps Mexican Coast
Nosales, Ariz., Oct. 5—The coast of 

Sonora, Mexico, has been swept by a 
tidal wave. No details are at hand, 
but it is repeated that the towns of 
G11 ay mas and Em palm sustained tre­
mendous damage. Many boats along 
the coast are reported lost. Miles of 
railroad tracks have been washed out 
and all -trains are many hours late. It 
is not known how great the casualty 
list is.

hand in the robbery of the. jewelry 
store at 418 Namayo avenue.

The lawyer for the suspects said that 
the testimony of an accomplice, with­
out corroboration from another wit­
ness, could not be accepted at the 
trial of the case, while Magistrate 
Cowan held that it would be admiss- 
able at the preliminary hearing.

At the request of the prosecution 
Magistrate Cowan continued the case 
until Monday afternoon at 2.30. Some­
thing was said about bail, and the 
magistrate said he would fix it a*t 
$1,000 for each defendant.

All kinds of adulter­
ants have been used, including wheat 
husks, grouhd eocd&mit shells, maise, 
arid different kinds of foreign starch­
es. Perhaps the commonest adulterant 
is ground olive stones, which is so 
common an adulterant that it is call­
ed “Poivrette” or “Little Pepper” by 
the authorities.
