A Personal Touch. Don’t Grounse.

May I give you an illustration from
my own career.

Carry On.

Now as regards the men who have
this evening recelved decorations and
medals, let me say that while they
have  reached the highest level of
achievement, yet T am quite eure that
amongst the G.W.V.A, there are many
who deserved equally well and yet
did not receive any special decoration,
The difficulty in this war has to my
mind been to declde who did deserve
more than many others—where ail
have beon heroes many times over,
And I know the pacrifices many of
you mado in leaving your homes, your
wivos and your children, yet to thcas
men who wers capable of such sacri-
flea I pay another thing, and that is
remgmber you were performing a
duty to yourself in golng to the war;
you wers citizens who could choosa:
you had an obligation as free men to
support the Ftate of Freedom., And
similerly when you coms back you
also have a duty to the communit)
know there will be times when ¢
turned soléler ‘finds it hard (o settle
down, he wents to be travelling round
tha world; he pinas for that wider,
higger life which ha has experienced,
I know there are soch men and I
know that the one thing for such a
man to remember is his duty to his
wife and children, Now that duty !s a
groat thing, I said only to-day in con-
versation with one of your officers of
the G.W.V.A, and I repoat the words
to all here that feel lika him: "“Don’'t
be discouraged becaunss you long to
get away and are heid here: in regard-
Ing your duty to yonr wife and your
children you are doing the big thirg
and the fine thing!” There is & word
that comes to us at times when things
soem hard and when the future looks
difffenlt; and I ask you to remember
it when you are tempted to throw up
work In Grand Falls and get out; and
that word is “Carry On,” And here
thare comes back to me n passaga ef
which I am very foefid from Kingsaley's
Water Bables, I wondar whether any
of you have ever reed the work and
remamber the atory of haw llitle Tem
in his escape from the Hall after run=
ning through the wooda and deubliag
ke n hare through the undergrowih
drops down over tha ellif and liag
panting by the stream en a beauliful
summer evening; and thers, as Kipgs-
ley put it, ha was p-s-a-t ‘Reat,” And
then the story goaa on in a beautifal
passags which I will repsat: "Yeu
will have to meet this feeling, little
man, some tima in your life, if vou iiva
such a life as a good man ought (o do;
and when it eames you will find it A
very ugly feeling, Let us heps that
when that feeling comaa ever you you
will have somo kind friend quite near
to stretch out a hand to you and lift
you up.”

The Duty of These who Remained.

That is the lesson for the other
members of the community, and while
to you men I say, “Don’t grouse but
carry on, I will at the same time most
strongly impress upon those who stay-
ed at home—on the rest of the com-
munity—these who have had the bene-
fit of your duty, your patroitism and
your bravery—that they have a very
clear duty towards you. It is essential
that your . neighbours ' and friends
should have the greatest patience with
you men who have been taken out of
your ordinary surroundings, have been
put through a mill that you don’t un-
derstand, have come back here unset-
tled and excited and naturally disin-
clined to settle down at once. I can-
not too strongly impress upon all of
swwou here who have not heen to the
war that it i8 your duty to help and
suecour the returned men: remember
what they have done to make life in
every- way happier and brighter for
us. I am quite sure ‘hat this is the
general wish on the part of the Gov-
ernment and people in this Island.
The Government have tor my know-
ledge done all they can to meet the
fegitimate claims of their fighting men
and I deplore the fact that the G.W.V.

sooth Colonel Bernard, the mnew
-~ ———
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that high official who had dealt with
the matter and he said, “Well, what
have you come for. to reproach’ me
about that decision?” “Certainly not,”
wes my reply, “you have given the de-
cision and I have nothing more tosay:
1 have just come in about so and so.”
Now 62 struck was that man with the
auiet and self-restrained way in which
T took the matter that he sent for his
chief adviser and expressed his sur-

a great deal more in the contention

{ than he had thought. He had the case

re-opened. found his decision was
wrong and the matter was decided in
our favour. So thic is an attitude
which T may commend to all of you
in the questions which may grise be-
tween you and the Government. Get
your representatives to take the thing
np quietly and above all, as I have said
before, don’t grouse.

Polities In Its True Meaning.

Now that brings me up to a subicct
abou: which I spoke to the G.W.V.A.
in St. John's, namely.. politics and
their relation to the State. I wouid
like to say a few words to you also,
because this is a matter to which I at-
tack great importance. Unfortunately
in Newfoundland the ierm “Pplitics”
has heen debased; more ikan in many
places it has been applied in a petty
narrow sense; and to most men it
stands for an attempt to get in a posi-
{ion which gives a “pull” in one way
or another. But that is all wrong.
Don't get mixed up with that. “Poli-
tics” in its proper sense is one of the
firet duties of a citizen after provid-
ing for his family. If you look at “Poli-
tics” aright. It means the general im-
nrovement of the State in which you
live. And if you will only aim at the
ecod of thnse around you. anf deter-
mine that the Government shall be an-
nlied to secure that good then you will
find that gond results will follow. What
T say then is “fit vourselve3 to utilize

healthy political power.”

YVisien and Inter-dependence.

Now in order to get that I think you
must have what is expressed in a
word which I do not often use—for
it iz apt to become a cant word—visior.
What does it mean? I had an illustra-
tion of it last night. I was walking
along from St. Peter's Bank with a
young official of the Company and he
said, “Don’t you think it would be 2
greaet thing for us to have this road
op~ned up?”’ We went on to talk of
the possibility of a road from Grand
Fzlls to Botwood with houses all along
that road where people will come ana
live in the summer. Now that is vision
and it is a thing to visualise and work
for. It is a thing that may come and
ouveht to come and when it comes you
will all be proud of it. Eut I am going
to mention another thing that I want
you to realise and that is that you are
all part of a great scheme. I was look-
ing over the estuary at Botwood this
morning; the waters looked caim and
peaceful, there was not a cloud in the
sky, and yet as I looked beyond the
estuary I could see the burnt ground
over -which the fire had raged down
to Norris Arm, destroying se-much of
the beauty of the country beyond and
out of sight—a contrast which carried
a lesson. What was the relation of
each part to the whole. Then as I
looked round the Botwood Arm I real-
ised that these little houses ail round
the Arm are in touch with the work
which are doing here in Grand Falls,
that while steamers are loading paper
for the Old Country; the United King-
dom is waiting anxiously for results;
you in Grand Falls are relying upon
what they are doing at Botwood. and
the people of Botwood are relying up-
on what you are doing in Grand Falls,
and not only that but you are all do-
ing something which re-echoes and
find its mark on the whole life of Lon-
don. I want you to understand that you
are all inter-dependent and. you can-
not throw aside your responsibility
for others for one moment. In this re-
spect I am bound to say that I think
Grand Falls is a particularly good
foster-mother. You men are having a
chance which is denied to other citiz-
ens in other parts of the colony. I have
nothing but praise for the way in
which the work of the A.N.D. Com-
pany is being carried out in the daily
order we see round vs here. I can soe
that in the future you are developing
towards an attainment which you
might not reach in any other part of
the Colony and perhaps in few parts
of the world; each one of yon has his
part to perform in this development:
‘each one of you will be the better if
he conscientiously devotes himself to
aiding the Company to do 4% great and
good work as ever it can.

W.P.A. and Child -Welfare,

And now_from you I turn to the
W.P.A., of whom the President and
Vice-President are sitting here; and I
think in turning to them my first duty
is to say how very sorry my wife will
be not to have been able to be here to-
night. Both my wife and my daughter

would have taken the greatest pléa-
sure in coming here. But I can give
you a message from her. There is a
scheme which is very neaf my wife's
heart, that of Child Welfare, and no-
thing can be of greater moment to all
of us than the care of the children;

ture. This is a cause whick I commend
to you ladies of the W.P.A. Not that
you are asked to givé up very much
of your time. but you would be asked
to see to it that the mothers and the

guardians of the children are instruct- |

ed in the difficulties of rearifig and
training, so that there is not a chiid
in Grand Falls that suffers from want
of proper training or medical attend-
ance of any kind. :

Once again I urge you to try
and remember the responsibility that
rests upon you all and each of you;
not one man or one woman does an
act which does not react on others. I
have lately been reading a Swedish
Novel and in that novel two things
struck me as well worth repeating to
all—first of all that every act of ours
may have unimagined results, often
of heavy sorrqw, to the unborn child-
ren of the future: we owe such a duty
to ore another that we have a duty to
one another that we have to restrain
oursleves to all things; and another
lesson is that as we carry out that re-
sponsibility . to one anpther and ob-
serve that need of remembering what
we do. what we think of others, we
should try and remember that not one
thing that we do honestly and earn-
estly is thrown away in the long run; |
even our disappointments often have
their good effect. Taking an instance
from myself again. When I went down
to Botwood this mornirg I went first
to the office and looked in and thought |
they had gone to dinner and that I
would find Mr. Arklie somewhere else.

I found that they were working there
all the time and that all I had effect-
ed was to throw away all that time and
energy.
