A Woman Drowned.
This (Saturday) morning, about eight 

o’clock, a woman named Mrs. Win. 
Smith, was accidentally drowned in the 
mill dam, opposite Dr. Clarke’s residence. 
She had gone down to draw some water. 
At the point where shô went down there 
is a ledge of rock which juts out from 
the bank, and shelves into the water. 
The river is hero vtiry «loop,, being over 
eight feet close to the bank. It is sup­
posed she had lost her balance while 
stooping down to lid her pail, and had 
fallen head foremost into the water. No 
one was present at the time, or had seen 
her go to the river, and it was a 
good while alter the. accident happened 
when tlfepaUs wh i c h tirer miforfctm ate 
woman had carried down were seen 
floating some distance below. This 
served to confirm the. suspicions of the 
neighbors that she had been accidently 
drowned, and efforts wore at once made 
to recover the body. Mr. Clark dived 
severaktimes about the place where it Was 
supposed the body might he,but failed to 
find it; Mr. Goldie then grappled for it, 
and after repeated attempts, succeeded in 
finding it a few foot from the bank. Life 
must have been extinct long before this, 
for nearly an hour elapsed after she fell 
in before the body was recovered. It 
was removed to tho cottage where she 
lived, which is close l>y, and Dr. Herod 
sent for, but he considered it unnecessary 
to hold an inquest, as nothing more than 
what was already known could be elicit­
ed in regard to the accident.
