Au Enoch Arden Case with Variations
( Troji 11'U in, J< i it ua nj 9.)

In the lyuiitii of May, 1851, Dominick 
McLaughlin, a laborer, thou about thirty.; 
nine years of agu, was.united in piarriitge 
to Mary CussM}*', his junior by some 
years, at ono of thuJlatholic churches in 
this city. They went to h-msc-kcepi:; 
in South Troy, aiul .seemed to get along 
nicely, hut alter living together about 
three weeks, McLaughlin suihlculy left 
for parts unknown. About eight months 
after his derm it m o- Mrs. McLaughlin 
gave birth to a child, which soon after­
wards died. Nino years passed on,-and 
hearing nothing of her husband, Mrs. 
McLaughlin was wooed by one Thomas 
Finn, also of this efty, and thinking her 
former husband must bo dead, consented 
tb.’east. her lot with him. They were ac 
eordingly married, and lived happily to­
gether for about eighteen .mouths, when 
a son was born; uiter the child's birth 
Finn seemed to be a changed man, and, 
following McLaughlin’s example, he soon 
left her, aiul has not since boon heard of. 
Some say hois dead, while others are 
confident that bo is not.1 though no one 
has seen or-heard from him.

Soon after Finn's departure the child 
died, and Mrs. l-'inn, alias Mrs. McLaugh­
lin, concluded that she hftd seen enough 
of married life, resumed her maiden 
name and began her own support, work­
ing hard and steadily, washing and clean­
ing, and it is said that .she has saved con­
siderable money. Sho resided in Pound 
Alley, which is just above Eighth street, 
between Ferry and Congress streets.
. On the 24th of last December, while 
pursuing her daily avocation at her home, 
she was surprised by the entrance of an 
elderly man who addressed her as 
“ Mary.” She did not recognize him un­
til ho told her who he was—her first hus­
band, McLaughlin. He gave no cause 
for his sudden departure, only saying 
that some hidden impulse drew him away. 
He had been over nearly all the States 
of the Union, working on railroads as a 

jyiason’s laborer, and in many other em- 
# ploy men ts. He told" her that he had

saved money, and ns a proof of it put 
$1,000 in her lap. saying, “ There,Mary, 
is a Christmas present for you." A mu­
tual reconciliation and reunion followed.

A Dead Communist Restored to Life.
There is qiiite a xemarknbie story in 

the London G lotie, which purports to 
come from Paris,, and relates to scientific 
^operations there, which reminds one of 
the stories of Edgar Poe. Ifc is related 
that a German professor begged two con 
demned communists, named Dodu and 
Bruu, from M. Thiers, in order that he 
might, as a scientific experiment, kill 
them and bring them to life again at the 
end of 4lnee months after death;. His 
plan was to inject a spin lion of calx into 
the Fysti m by which decompa ction was 
to be prevented ; and according to this 
theory the patient might be revived, not 

_ only at .the vv.d of ihwe iUÜnÇBs, but of 
"three hundred According U desire. 
In the presence of medical men and pub. 
li : functionaries the professor, having ad­
ministered chloroform to each of the 
men, injected the solution and then bled 
them till they died. The corpses were 
then de.sjcçaled by tho heut of tbp fur­
naces tilt they shrivelled, and till the skin 
became yellow, like leather. In this 
slate they remained in a moderate tem­
perature "for the prescribed three months, 
and then the process of revivication began 
by injecting the blood of two healthy 
laborers, and by the application of the 
galvanic battery. The process complete­
ly failed in the caso of Dudo ; but in the 
case of Brim the rcsujt was, to say tho 

. least, surprising. First, tho opaque eye­
balls rolled in their yellow sockets, tho 
muscles "began to twitch, the heart to 
beat;* and, at last, after fourteen hours 
of treatment, Bruu spoke, rose from the 
table, swallowed a bowl of beef tea and 
several ounces of brandy, And audibly 
crumbled of soreness in his limbs, and
