The Stery of Sir John Eliot,

In Mr, Blake's London speech he in-
troduced an historieal incident, to which
we made only a brief reference in our
syno)sis of the speech. Here is the nar-
rativa in Mr. e’s own words :+—
Well, sir, let us refer to one example
in Eng lish history. One of the noblest,
T will not say the noblest, for there are
many 1 oble men in English history—one-
of ‘io noblest of them all was 8ir John
Eliot. He was {he leader of the popular
pavty in Parliament in the evil days of
the first Charles. He alleged in Parlia-
ment that the eouncil and judges had
conspired . to trample uader foot the liber-
ties of the subject. Parliament was dis-
golved, anci after the dissolution informa-
tion was preferred by the King's attor-
ney-general, upon which Sir John Eliot
was enlled upon to amswer for the charges
s0 made by him. He pleaded to the
jurisdistion and the privilege of Parlia-
ment. Let me read to you what the
great historian Hallam says was the is-
sue. Sir Jolin Eliet pleaded that the
only court which had the right to take
cognizance of the words alleged to have
been spoken by him was the High Court
of Parliament. ‘ Thisbrought forward,”
says Hallam, “ the great question of
privilege em which the power of the

A large and influential meeting of far-
mers took place at the North Wellington
Hotel, Garafraxa, on Monday evening.

resolved that the following persons be a
Committee to correspond with the Mas-
ters of Granges or Farmers' Associations
in this country, and report the method of
procedure and working of the institution
to our next farmers meeting. The Com-
mittee to consist of Messre. Piper, Cull
and Dobbin.

The char-
acter of the English Oonstitution evi-
dently depemded upon the determinati
of the question whether a charge pre-
ferred in Parliament by a member of
Parliament eould be taken cognizance of
by any other court or tribunal in the
land. Well;. the judges decided for the
king. They ordered theb Bir John Eliet
should be confined to prison till he made
his submissien to the king. For years he
lingered in prison, At amy moment by
making his submission he might have
been released. Had Parki becn in
session he would have been freed at once.
But Parlisment in those evil days was
not annually convoked, and was some-
times also husriedly prorogued. (Eaugh-
ter). And so ucable to receive redress
from the people or to obtain release from
the Orown, he lingered in the grol. Let
me read yow some affecting words in
which, in that elose gonfinement which
was wearing out:his life, he deseribes his
sufferinge, ** To be made poor and naked;
te be imprisoned and restrained ; nay,
not to be at all’; not to have the proper
use of anything ;:not to have knowledge
of society ; not to-have being or existence;
his faculties eomfiseate ; his friends de-
barred his preseneé ; himself deprived of
the world; I will not tell you all this
is ruffered in your service, for yod, your
children and posterity, to preserve your
rights and liberties, thas as they
were the imheritance of your
fathers, from you they might de-
scend to your sons.” oud cheers).
His close confinement browght on con-
sumption, and hie physicians advised
tbat to remsin there was death, and that.
to be enlarged for a time was probably
life. He appealed to the eourt. The
court said he must make his submission
to the king. He sent in a petition to
the king stating what his physicians had
advised and 1equesting an enlargement.
The king reinrned answes that it was
naot humble enough. He sent in a sec-
ond petition. It is short, let me read it :
“Sir, I am heartily sorry I have displeas-
ed your Majesty, and having so ssid do
humbly besegeh you once again, to set
me at liberty, that when I have recovered
again I may return baek to my prison,
there to undergo such punishment as
God hath aliotted to me.” He was told
that this petition also was not humble
enough, and he refused to petition again.
After his death hisson humbly*petitioned
that he might have hisbody to be buried
in the Cornish home, Theruthless King
replied: * Let the body of Sir John
Eliot be ht:{iyd in the church of that par-
ish whereit he died.” ' He was buried in
the Tower; no stone marks the spot, but,
a8 his biographer says, ** While freedom
exists in England he will not wanta
monument.”  (Loud cheers) When
next the necessities of thé King drove
him to call together Parliament, one of
its first acts was to declare its opinicm
of all those proceedings; te declare that
that judgment was illegal and a high
breech of the privileges of Parlinment.
Shortly afterwards in the House of Lords,
at the instance of one of his surviving
friends, the judgment was brought there
and was by them as -the Court of the
highest judicature reversed as illegal and
void. And at a later day, at the day of
the present settlement of the British

| Constitution, an express declaration was

inserted in the Bill of Rights in these
words : * That the freedom of speech
and debates or p ings in Parli t
ought not to be impeached or quéstioned
in any court or plase out of Parliament.”
That was the solemn deelaration affirmed
by many former proceedings, santified by
that martyr’s blood; and it isihe privileges
and right that your are now called to
violate or to “sanetion the violation of.
(Cheers.) Are we worthy .sons of such
sires 2 Have we brought to this side of
the world the true motions of English
liberty, or are we in these palmy days of
freedom to forget what were the trials,
and what was the expenditure of bleod
and of treasure, of time and pains, to se-
cure those things which you are now told
are trifles to g flung away ¢ (Great
oheering.)
