The chairman remarked that as the 
little drum had been saved by the Salva­
tion Army, perhaps it would be a good 
plan to send the other instruments there 
for a while t,o see if it would do them 
any good.

After a vote of thanks to the chairman 
and secretary the meeting adjourned.
