I often wish 
I was qualified in some light work 
so I could earn a little at home 
for my children and myself.

Substitute for Coffee. — Take 
whole corn and roast very brown, 
then take and plunge into boiling 
water and boil 15 minutes. Serve 
same as tea or coffee. I have also 
found that a cereal made in the 
following manner is very agree­
able: Take whole corn and roast 
very brown (not burnt), then 
grind the roasted corn in a food 
chopper. It makes a fine flour or 
meal, which you make the same 
as any cereal. It seems so sooth­
ing to the stomach. My babies 
always do well with it, as it does 
not sour readily.
