Reference s made to the oudbreak of
plearo-poenmoenia at the Polnt Levis
qusrantine, uxd to!ls prompt suppression
and to the slsughter of 200 animals, and
the destructton of everything with
which they bhad come io contact
Fhis was a heavy sacnfice, but
was fully warranted, because of the
interests at stake. It not cnly prevented
the spread of the discase, but saved Can-
ada from being, with the Unfled Btates
and other countrles, scheduied by the Imw

Government. This cccurrence
caused an unforeseen expenditure of a
large sum of money.
At the DPoint Elward guarantine
thoroughbred cattle were recetved to the
value of §23 570.
