He considered the successful coloniza­

tion of Vancbuver Island a feasible prop­
osition, but there were many obstacles 
to contend with. If the physical charac­
ter of the country were similar fro that of 
Prince Edward Island it would very 
soon be known as the garden of Canada. 
But the heavy timber which covers the 
greater portion and the expense and time 
required for clearing it must be seriously 
considered, before any possible estimate 
of results can be made.

The impotence of placing settlers on 
the lands to the west and north of Vic­
toria ia vital to the future interests of 
the city.

In 
consequence Calgary’s population has 
doubled and her business has increased 
beyond the most sanguine expectations.

be only one tunnel on the whole length 
of the line—and that onlv about five hun­
dred feet long. The line will cross the 
Nicola river no fewer than nine times ln 
these twenty-two miles. Instead of tun­
neling through a spur of the mountain the 
line Jumps across the river over to the op­
posite side of the valley again. At another 
place there might be danger from land- 
sides. And so on, the Idea being to 
use bridges and get an easy grade rather 
than heavy rock cuts or. tunnels, which 
might prove a future source of danger In 
the operation of the road. All the bridges 
will be fine, heavy, permanent structures.

“The rails are coming from England, and 
will commence to arrive over the C. P. R. 
ln about six months. The English rolling 
mills are already'turning them ont. I ex­
pect that the line will he completed and 
ln operation by June 1, 1906.

“Tes. we will employ quite an army of 
workmen.” continued Mr. Loss. “At pres­
ent there are about two hundred and fifty 
men employed in the preliminary work, 
such as clearing the right-of-way and es­
tablishing camps for the workmen who 
will come later. It Is no small undertak­
ing to hnlld a line In that country, where 
everything from a loaf of bread to a loco­
motive has to be taken in.

“In about six weeks at the most the 
Nicola Valley will be a regular hive of 
Industry, for I have given orders to engage 
twelve hundred men and rush the work 
through with all poaelble despatch. This 
number may be increased before the end 

'of the summer to about fifteen hundred 
men. There la one gratflying fact in con­
nection with this contract, end that Is 
that there appears to he no scarcity of la­
bor so far. We are sending np men every

The company did 
not nek special privileges or expect ex­
ceptional favors, bnt, considering that 
it had made Victoria headquarters for 
its whole coasting fleet, and that decided­
ly to its own disadvantage as far as 
the northern boats were concerned, for 
their coming here from Vancouver was 
a direct loss, he would ask for fair play 
in this matter.
