DESCRIPTION OF THE BUILDING DE-
SIGNED BY MR, LENNOX,

The Style Modern Romanesque—Feur Com-
modious Court Rooms—A Fine Tower—
Something About the Architeet,

The plana executed by different architects
for the new Court House, now on exhibis
sion at St. Lawrence Hall, are well worth
seving, An examination will satisfy any
ordinary person that she experte were right
in awarding first plave to Mr, E. J, Lennox,
a rising. young ‘aréhitect of Toronto born
and bred. The Council have accepted Mr,
Lennox’s plans, and he will be entrasted
with the work, his remuneration béing 5
per cent, on the outlay, which will be $200,-
000 or upwards,

A description of the building, which will
stand at the head of Bay street, may not be un-
interesting. ‘'I'he eleva have been designed
n modern Romanesque,which is a very suitable
style for & Court House; those elevations
Queen, Teraulay and James streets will be
built of dark stone ; the rear and the elevas
tions in the court yurd will be built of brick.
The front elevation facing Queen street will
ave a basement story built with hrgo course
iug stone with natural rouﬁ‘h faces, The wa'ls
:.nbovo ll.'lvxmh be bm‘l‘t ) r:hnigoolud. cou\irl-

g, W ammer dressed, ed, strin,
ocourses, etc., 'and also Bave blocks
stone built in variated ; forms, with
rough natural Lroken faces.: This will give a
striking effect. The windows and door Jambs
will bave chiseled, grened -cglamns with carv-
caps and moulded bases.

The tower, whieh will come directly o te
Bay street, and in the centre of the building,
about thirty feet square, the extreme height
being about two hundred feet, Itisa pro-
?onloned tower and will form one of the main
eatures of the front iacade, being very artistic
in design. The extreme width is broken up by
circular quoin-buttresses, carried up at corners,
with a conical-shaped finish at the roof line
with heavy rogk-fuced bands of stone. The
space between the buttresses is fllled in with
eircular headed windows, jambs relieved with
columns, The tower will be finished off with a
low spire roof covered with red tiles with terra
cotta finials, hips, ete.. On.the four sides of
the roof is placed a handsome dormar clook,
built of stone and relicved witf*erra cotts,

The main entrances will be in the centre of
the puilding and through three large archways
into a stone loggia. These entrances will have
large stone steps reaching across the archways.
