The Third Party Leader is Very Optimistic
—%“My ‘Party” Or the Patroms Will

Montreal, Sept. 7.—Mr. D'Alton Me-
Carthy returned to-day from the Mari-
time Provinces. In an interview on the
political situation he said :

“The Independents, either members of
my own party or of the Patrons of In-
dustry, will have the majority in the
House of Commons after the next election
beyond a doubt. No one who travels
through Ontario can shut his eyes to the
fact that there is a great revulsion of
feeling against the Goyernment. The- far-
mers now appear to realize more fully
that' the ‘trade policy of the Government
operates directly against them, discrim-
inating against them in favor of the man-
ufacturer. The .Patrons of Industry,
which is a result of this revulsion of
feeling, is one of the most remarkable
cases of an awakening by the agricul-
tural classes on record.

P D'Alton Not a P.¥.A. Man. .

“When you conceds a majority in On-
tario to the Independents, do you mean
the Patrons of Industry, the P.P.A. or
your own pa f -

“Well, whatever you do, do not -com-
neet me with" the P.P.A,, as I know
nothing about them. I have a party of
my own, and we expect to make a cred-
itable showing in the elections. We have
candidates in the field already, and we
shall get other men out as soon as pos-
sible. To-nizht I leave for Winchester
Springs, in Dundas County, where I speak
to-morrow at a meeting which will pro-
bably bring another candidate out.

“In quite a number of counties we
ghall not bring out candidates, on ac-
count of the Patrons of Industry being
in the field. Their views on the trade
policy accord largely with ours, and in
cases where the nomination of a candi-
date by us would assupe the return of a
Government candidate, we shall, of
course, abstain from putting a candidate
in the field. I comsequently expect that
a large majority of the Ontario con-
nt_ituenciea at the next general elections
will be carried by nominees of my party
or of the Patrors of Industry.

“What about the Maritime Provinces?”

“Well, as you know;, I have just been
jn Nova Scotias and New Brunswick and
have addressed several meetings there, I
found the people there just about the
same as we are in Ontario, pretty thor-
oughly dissatisfied with the present Ad-
ministration. This feeling is particular-
1y .magked in Nova Secotia, where a gen-
eral Tory rout is predicted. Mr. Long-
ley may enter Domipion polities, and so
may their Proviucial Premier, Mr. Field-
ing, who is by long odds the most popular
who is by long odds the most popular
and in every way the strongest man in
the provinee.

Killed In a Field at Midnight BMrs.
Lafrance’s Body Was Dragged To a
Swamp and Thrown In the River.

Hogansbarg, Sept. 7.—Two weeks ago
three people mysteriously disappeared
from the Indian reservation at St.
Regis, and the discovery of a blood-stain-
ed axe and Bigns of a desperate and san-
guinary struggle in a fidld) led to the
conclusion that & murder had been com-
mitted. - Sufficient ghastly evidence was
found, to show that the diefigured corpse
ol some one of the three missing people
wap lying at the botitom of the St.
Lawrence. The affair occurred in what
is called the Racquet River-road, about
four miles from St. Regis village, and
two from Hogansburg.

Yesterday the mystery ;was cleared up
by the! finding of the: body of Mrs. Mary,
Anne Lafrance, the missing woman, in the
river below here terribly mutilated.

An Indian named White, who lived with
her and the buspected murderer, has been
arrested.

The Triple Disappearance.

The murdered woman was & 8quaw,
who was very good looking, and had
many friends among the men of the
tribe, and this added to the fact that she
bad more than her share of matrimonial
troubles caused much talk. Lately her
Wband, Frank Lafrance, who had been
absant from home for a considerable time,
returned. Mrs. Lafrance lived with her
two’ little children in a two-ptory frame
farm house. A near meighbor was Mrs.
Louis Paul, who had matrimonial troubles
and male friends of her own. Mrs. Paul’s
husband Louis was generally. supposed to
have been one of his wife’s neighbor’s par-
ticular friends. The best of feeling,
however, existed between the two wo-
men, notwithstanding this incident. The
disappearances were three in number.
First, there was Lafrance, who said he
wae going to look for work around the
neighboring towns. Hel was last seen
on Tuesday evening. Then there was
Paul, who was last seen on Tuesday even-
ing. To complete the trio there was
Mary Anne Lafrance, who was also last
seen on Tuesday evening.

Killed and Dragged To a Swamp.
* Neighbors assert that late on Tuesday
night they heard screams and moans from
the field, where the murder is supposed
to have occurred. Then came the finding
of the blood, The Indian, who happened
to go early in the morning through the
fields behind the house where Mrs. La-
france lived, found ‘a spot of considerable
size, which showed evidente of a severe
struggle between - two or three people.
All around was the blood still wet in
places, leaving no doubt someone had
been killed there after making a desper-
ate fight for life, A broad track, which
showed evidence of a heavy body having
been dragged along, led a hundred yards
back to the swamp. The track was
marked with blood, In the swamp the
body had been allowed to rest for some
time,
Carried to the River in a Buggy.

Deputy Sheriff J. W. Bero took charge
of the official investigation, and came to
the conclusion that the corpse was car-
ried in a buggy back across country to
the edge of the river. The wagon tracks
were there fresh, and between them &
track of blood. The buggy had evidently
been driven right into the river, unload-
ed and then driven back. Wednezsday
morning & man named White was met
driving the vehicle, the wheels of which
'seemed to have been recently washed,but
blood was smeared at various places on
the left wheels. White, on Wednesday,
went to Mrs, Lefrance’'s house and brought
the two little children to St. Regis,where
he left them with a family named Bock.

Ineriminating Evidence.

The same man White was seen early on
Wednesday morning in the act of covering
up the bloody spot in the swamp with
weeds. He told people that Mrs. Lafrance
had gone to Massena = late on Tuesday
night.

This man, towards midnight after the
day the murder is supposed to have been
committed, called on a woman he knew.
She, however, refused to see him, as she
was afraid of him. He left bloody fin-
ger marks on the door and the window
blinds against which he knocked. A search
in his house revealed hidden in a corner
& big ax. It had recently been ‘washed,
but was covered in varicus places on the
handle and head with splashes of fresh
blood. In the stove, which was hardly
cold, were found the burned remains of
a shawl, which from the pattern was
proved to have belonged to Mrs., La-
france, a buggy blanket and & pair of
shoes, L 1L e ke

THO DUCK HUNTERS DROWNED.

The Trip of Three Waliers Ends In the
Death of Two of Them - A Desperate
! Struggle For Lite.

At early dawn yesterday dawn yester-
day morning John Minnis, waiter at the
Toronto Club, and James Rivett, waiter
at George 8. McKonkey’s, lost their by
drowning in Ashbridge’s Bay, and B. O.
Furey, also a waiter at McKonkey’s,
escaped death only. after a desperate
struggle in the water, having sunk ssev-
eral times in his efforts to save the life
of one of his companions.

Early gyesterday morning the three
pushed off from the boat houses at Ash-
bridge’s Bay, bent on a duck-shooting ex-
pedition. They had not proceeded far
when their skiff grounded in ,the shore of
one of the channels leading out from the
marsh. ;

In their efforts to float her they all
three crowded to the stern, one of them
wsing an oar to shove off. The greaat
weight in the stern and the breaking of
the oar caused, the boat tosuddenly over-
turn and precipitate the occupants into
the water,

Although Minnis was generally sup-
ggsell to be a good swimmer, when the

at keeled he sunk, and was never seen
to rise. Rivett and Flurey rose to the
surface, Rivett clinging to Flurey's
shoulders. The latter is a powerful
swimmer, and assured Rivett he would
do his best to save’ him.

A Fight For Life.

Meanwhile the boat had risen, keel
upward. Furey seeized the keel, hoping
thereby to zain some support, but the
combined weight of two, with their
water-soaked garments, was so great the
boat kept turning beneath them.

They sank three times and as often rose
azain, Rinett still retaining the hold he
had on Furey when{they were first
thrown into the water. ! But in rising the
third time_he released his gzrasp and,
throwinz his arms wildly into the air,
shouted, “Good-bye, old man, I'm Zoingz.”

Furey turned and saw his companion’s
stomach beeome inflated as though it
were made of rubber, and his face turning
black, he dissapeared from view.

Although almost exhausted and weight-
ed down by hemvy clothing, with the
courage and strength of desperation
Furey managed to reach the shore. Too
feeble to rise from his knees he shouted
for assistance, and was soon rescued by
a boatman who heard his cries.

George’ Platt, Alexander Day, 31 Me-

avenue, started dragging for the bodies.
They gound them shortly after 7 o’clock
lying in ten feet of water. Patrol'wag-
on No.'l was called, and the bodies re-
moved to the morgue. The condition
and appearance of Minnis’ body ' showed
that he made a desperate struggle for
his life while lying beneath the waves.
His features wore even in death a wild
determined look, while his clothing had
been almost completely torn from his
body, and the blood flowed from deep
wounds in his neck and shoulders. A

JAPAN QUTWLTS THE CHINESE

et

CAPTURES AN 1MPORTANT ISLAND
NEAR PORT ARTHUR,

Chiva Buys One-Half of Chili’'s Navy—The
Bombardment of Wai-Hal-Wel De-
scribed By a British Naval Officer—
China Evading a Decisive Meeting With
Japan.

London, Sept. 7.—A despatch from
Shanghai says that a strong fforce of Jap-
anese troops has occupied an island in
Society Bay, northwest of Port Arthur.
The Chinese were taken completely by
surprise and oifered no opposition to
the occupation of the island or the land-
ing of the large quantity of arms, ammu-
nition, provisions, ete., which are being
stored there, Everything connected with
the affair indicates the purpose of the
Japanese to stand a siege until the
force occupying the island shall have been
reinforced sufficiently to justify an at-
tack upon Port Arthur.

The Reported Bombardment of Wei-Hals
Wel.

Victoria, B.C., Sept. 7.—The steamship
Empress of China arrived here Wednes-
day, 11 days from Yokohama, after &
very uneventful voyage. She brings
late news as to the Chinese-Japanese war.
The anti-Engligh sentiment in' Japan is
being fostered by the Government, and
it daily grows stronger.

The reported bombardment of Wei-Hai-
Wei by the Japanese fleet of 21 ships
early in August appears to haye been
for the purpose of estimating the ranges.
According to the officers of H.M.S. Mer-
cury, who witnessed the bombardment,
the fleet consisted of 21 vessels, ex-
clusive of torpedo boats, and was split
up into three divisions, The Japanese ap-
proached a fortress from the south and
maneuvred their ships about as the shots
fell short or wide, so as to ascertain with
the most deliberate accuracy the range
of the guns on shore. A couple of dozen
shots were discharged by the Japanese
to keep up the play, after which two
of the divisions steamed off towards Port
Arthur, Saturday morning, ! Aug. 11,
H.M.8. Porthorse leit Che Foo for Wei-
Hai-Wei to take on board the women,
children and all others who desired to
remove from the town, Four days later
Admiral Fremantle obtained a promise
from the Japanese to give 48 hours’ no-
tice before bombarding Wei-Hai-Wei or
Che Foo, so as to give all foreigners an
opportunity to leave those places. if they
desired to do so. ‘At the time of the sail-
ing of the Empress of China, the combat-
ants were engaged in strengthening their
respective positions, and estimating the
strength of the enemy.

China Buys Half the Chilian Navy.

The first war loan of the Japanese,
amounting to, thirty million yen, bearing
interest at the rate of. B per cent., is
being rapidly taken up. On the other
hand China-is said to have directed all
her agents to bestir themselves in the
purchase .of first-class cruisers, battle-
ships, arms and ammunmition. China is
also reported to have entered into a con-
tract with Chili to ‘purchase half of its
navy. The Yokohama Advertiser says
that half of the purchase price has al-
ready been paid, and ‘that; the ships are
even now due to arrive in Chinese waters.

The Position of Affairs,

The North China Daily News on the
18th summarized the situation as fol-
lows : The Chinese navy & evading
a trial of strength, which the Japanese
appear to be seeking. Admiral Ting, re-
cognizing the fact that if the fleet is de-
stroyed: just’ now, ‘there is not very much
to_hinder the enemy from marching upon
Pekin. Meanwhile Japan has enormous-
ly strengthened her military position in
Corea. The Chinese force at Yashan has
been entirely annihilated. = Reinforce-
ments have been landed at Fusan and
Gensen, converging upon Phyongang,
some distance to the morth of Seoul, in
readiness to meet the Chinese army, which
is said to have crossed into Corea from
Manchuria, but we learn that Corean
troops were only three days’ march from
Seoul Saturday. :

The attitude of the European powers!
still is, and must remain, worthy of the
utmost attention of the Oriental press.
In discussing ' the neutrality of Russia
The Kokeumin Shimbun states that the
Czar’s Government has announced that it
will observe neutrality so long as Russian
territory is not interfered with. This
practically amounts to a declaration
of neutrality, as the war cannot by any
means extend to the Russian territory.
The British policy, next to the Russian,
is a matter of the utmost concern to the
belligerents and to all the residents of
the East.

France Acting in Concert With Russia.

The British admiral, Fremantle, is de-
termined to have a force in these waters
sufficient to protect all British subjects
and enforce the recognition of British
rights. It is rumored that Admiral Fre-
mantle has telegraphed for reinforcements
from the Pacific squadron. It was known
in Chee-Foo when the Linnet left that the
French squadron on the China station was
going to Vladivostock, and it is expected
that they will act in concert with the
tussian fleet in the event of any eompli-
cations between the European powers
arising out of the Corean war,

Japan Has 100,000 Men In Corea.

London, Sept. 7.—A despatch from
Yokohama says that the Japanese Mar-
shal Yamagata started for Corea on
Thursday' to assume command of. the
Japanese army in that country. The
Japanese forces in Corea will soon num-
ber 100,000.

Elliott thought he had succeeded in
carrying out his threat to murder Wilson,
and pocketing the razor fled down Sim-
coe-street. Two newsboys who had been
attracted by the fight gave the alarm. De-
tective Davis and Acting-Detective' Mac-
donald, who were in the vicinity, were
soon on the scene.

Macdonald took charge of the wounded
man, and Davis went in quest of the would-
be murderer. He came up with him in the
Esplanade ncar Bay-street. Before Elliott
was awure of his arrest Davis had slid his
hands into Elliott’s’ pockets and -secured the
razor with which the slashing was done. El-
liott drew’ a knife and _attacked the de-
tective. but a blow from Davis’ arm lald
him out. He was sent to Police Head-

arters, where he igave his address as

tawa. Wilson was taken to the Gen-
eral Hospital in the ambulance, being very
weak from loss of blood. His injuries may
yet prove fatal.

ONE CENT!
BECKONED T0 HIS DEATH

FIVE-YEAR-OLD ARTHUR ENOX
KILLED BY A TROLLEX.

Completély Scalped By the Wheels of the
Car and Otherwise Terribly Injured—
His Mother Called For Mim To Come
Across the Street, and In Endeavoring

. To Do So He Met His Death.

Arthur W. Knox, the 6-year-old son of
George Knox, 308 Queen-street west, deal«
er in second-hand furniture and books, was
run down and instantly killed by a ‘trolley
car at Q ueen and Peter-streets at 5.40
Qo’clock last evening.
~ The little fellow was standing s the
door of Petrie’s drug store, when his mo-~
ther appeared at the dvor o fher husband’s
store, on the north side fo- the street, and
called him. ‘W conveyance was then direct-
ly in front of the lewitt Hotel, omn -the
corner of Peter and Queen-streets, opposite
to where the boy stood, and was being
driven rapidly eastward. A few yards be-
hind the conveyance, and also eastward
bound, was motor car 402, Conductor John
Salen and Motorman John Foran, wuith a
trailer in charge of Conductor R. Berrin.

Ran To His Death.

Eager to obey the call of his mother, the
lad ran diagonally Wecross the street to-
wards his home, passing directly ahead of
the rapidly moving wagon, apparently not
noticing the near approach ot the trolley.
He succeeded in eluding the conveyance,
and was immediately midway between the
rafls when he was struck by the motor.
He fel! in front of the car, and was dragged
more than 30 yards before the car was
stopped. When the car was brought to &
standstill the body was lyiag beneath the
motor. A bystander shouted to the motor-
‘man to pull ahead a little to enable them
to reach the body.

The boy was dead when picked up by
Thomas Hardie, 31 Widmer-street, an em«
ploye of the Soho-street branch ot the wat-
erworks. He was carried into the drug
shopl of Mr. Petrie, where it was found his
skull had been fractured, the top of his
head being almost torn off. A huge gash
extended from the centre of the forehead
around over the left ear to the back of the
head, and the crown had been ground to &
ulp. Both arms, both legs and many other
Eonn were broken, and the body otherwise
mutilated.

Police patrol No. 3 ‘was summoned, and
the remains removed to the undertakiag
establishment of H. Ellis, 283 College-
street.

A Mother's Awful Shock.

When the accident occurred the mother
of the lad was standing in the doorway,
and when she saw her son fall beneath the
wheels she dropped in a swoon. This was
her only child. e

William Weir, 52 Foxley-street, and Her-
bert Ralston, 19 Euclid-avenue, were eye-«
witnesses of the accident.

The motor had no guard attached.

Coroner Powell has issued a warrant for
an inquest to be held this evening.

A high compliment was paid
to Canada concerning the ‘way in which
her commercial concerns came througzh
the depression. The banks were a credit
to ‘the Canadian bankinz system. Can-
ada had an immense advantage in that
she bamked on her own capital, and had
not, like other colonies, to borrow money
in London on deposit, which zenerally]
fell due at inconvenient times.
