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New York newspapers are telling
of a prominent society man there
who provided 'a bootblack and a man-
icurist . with fashionable clothes,
smuggled them into a dance hall oc-
cupied by:a party of Gotham's 400,
had them db a simple dance and saw
them lionized for three hours.

In one case he purchased
a street” car horse, groomed it care-
fully, bedecked it in ribbons and sent
it into _ the exhibition ring of the
Madison Square horse show with his
daughter, attractively dressed, in the
saddle. The horse won first honors.
In the other instance an alley cat was
fixed up and sent'to the cat show in
a gilded cage. It was awarded the
championship, and the secret was not
revealed until 'a cat enthusiast offer-
ed $700 for the animal,

More recently at Cornell univer-
sity a student was disguised as an
Austrian professor, introduced at a
meeting of professors and students
with great ceremony, and talked for
forty minutés-on- psychology, a .sub-
ject about which he knew nothing.
His remarks were taken in good faith
until the sédret leaked out. A similar
hoax was perpetrated at Oxford uni-
versity some time later and learned
professors left the hall without an
inkling that anything was wong.

The incidents, and many others
which probably c¢ould be found, sug-
gest that even the 'most sophisticated
are too prone to accept superficial
impressions. ‘“Front” does count for
much more than it should, but it
ought, perhaps, to be noted that oc-
casions of this kind are sufficiently
rare to attract wide notice, and that
in-each instance -the secret was soon
out.

“Front” gets so far, someyimes, but
no farther.

SCRAPING THE FLOOR OF THE
OCEAN

One of the greatest undertakings
in salvaging treasure from the
ocean’s bed ever recorded has been
made public recently in connection
with the Laurentic, sunk off the coast
of Donegal, Ireland in January, 1917,
This great White Star liner was
carrying a cargo of gold ingots‘\worth
between £2,000,000 and £3,000,000.
Persistent attempts have since been
made to recover the 'wealth, opera-
tions being carried on in the summer,
and with considerable success. Ingots
to the value of between £1,000,000
and £2,000,000 have already been re-
covered and it hds been decided to
attempt the recovery of the remaind-
er during the summer months of this
year. :

Descriptions ‘of the . operations,
published by the London Sphere,
show the Laurentic lying on her port
side on a sandy bottom in 120 feet of
water. This compares with 285 feet
in the case of the Lusitania, efforts
to salvage which will shortly be made.
In March, 1917, divers entered the
Laurentic through the starboard side
making their way for 40 feet
athwartships, then proceeding for-
ward for another 15 feet. In the sum-
mer of that year bad weather hamp-
ered operations, and many weeks
had to [be spent blasting a way to the
gold store.

Work was notgresumed until the
middle of the summer of 1919, when
the wrack was again found. In the
